Microelectroni n m r Technol rporation*:

Participation in Microelectronics and Computer Technology Corporation as either a
shareholder or an associate'is available to-any information-technology company that
has majority ownership and control by U.S. or Canadian citizens.

Semiconductor Research Corporation*:

Participation in Semiconductor Research Corporation either at full, associate, or
affiliate member level is available only to U.S. or Canadian semiconductor and high
technology manufacturers, or to faculty and students of U.S. universities on a
competitive basis.

* These consortia may receive federal funding from a variety of sources (i.e., not
just the Department of Defense).

NATIONAL SCIENCE FOUNDATION:
Industry-University. rative Research Centers:

The program is informally restricted to one or more industries through use of the
National Science Foundation’s determination of eligibility for assistance.
Determination of eligibility depends on:

industry need,

capability of a centre to meet industry needs,
potential for a centre to achieve self-sufficiency, and
presence of industry support.

In accordance with National Science Foundation policies, no person may be excluded
from participation in, denied any benefits, or be subject to discrimination on grounds
of nationality under any program or activity receiving funding from the National
Science Foundation. However, the aforementioned National Competitiveness Act of
1993, in reference to the role of the National Science Foundation (NSF), states (June
18th edition): "The Director of the NSF, after appropriate consultation with the
Secretary, the Under Secretary, and the Director shall-- (1) work with United States
companies to identify areas of research in advanced manufacturing technologies and
practises that offer potential to improved United States productivity, competitivehess,
employment, and sustainable economic growth; (2) support research at United States
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
