Desiring to extend the provisions of the Agreement signed.,at Baghdad
the l5th March, 1935,* and of the accompanying Notes exehanged on
saine date, relating to British War Cemeteries, Graves and Memorials
Iraqi territory resulting from the War of 1914-1918 (together hereinaf
referred to as the, Agreement of 1935) and

Desiring to modify in certain other respects the provisions of the Agrl
ment of 1935:

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

(1) The provisions of the Agreement of 1935 shall, notwithstand.
Article 1 thereof, extend and apply to the War Cemeteries, Graves
Memorials in Iraqi territory of the members of the Armed Forces of
Commonwealth countries fallen in the War of 1939-1945 and"such" provisil
shail henceforth be read and construed accordingly.

ARTICLE 2

Article 3 of the Agreement of 1935 shall cease to have effect and
following provisions shail be substituted in its place:

(1) The Governinent of Iraq agree that the Commission shall be rep:
sented in Iraq by a Committee, namned and composed as statèd bele
whieh shail be competent to perforin in the naine of the Comuis-ç
and withîn the limits of the powers whish thue Commission shall fr
time to turne delegate to it, ail civil acts neoessary to enable it
fulfil its objeet.

(2) The said Committee shall be called "The Commonwealth/Iraq CO
mittee of the Imperial War Graves Commission" and sha»l
composed of the chief diplomatic representative for the tirne «
in Iraq of the United Kingdom who shall be Chairman; the Cb
diplomatie representative for the turne being in Iraq of an3r of
other Commonwealth countries; two members nominated fron, i
to turne by the Governmnent of Iraq; and such other persons noii8
froin time to turne by the Chairman in agreemnt with theComs
as may be necessary to bring the total number of members of-'
Committee, including the Chairman, tQ not 1ess than eight.
