Mr. ROY: I should be satisfied if the
government would produce all the cor-
respondence exchanged between the govern-
ment of the province of Quebec and the
government here at Ottawa, excluding all
correspondence with the government of the
United States.

Mr, MACKENZIE KING: I understand
from my hon. friend that he will be quite
satisfied to have such correspondence as has
been exchanged between Ottawa and Quebec
and which is not confidential because of what
it would disclose with respeet to present
negotiations with the United States. If that
is what my hon. friend is asking for—

Some hon. MEMBERS: No.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Then as leader
of the government of Canada I am being
asked to disclose information which relates
to negotiations which are pending and which
of necessity are confidential as between the
two governments. In the first instance I
should have to obtain the consent of the
government of the United States to the
tabling of any correspondence relating to
negotiations now taking place. I do not think
I would be justified in placing upon the
government of the United States the onus of
not having this correspondence produced when
I know that international procedure would
require that it should not be produced. On
that basis, I am prepared personally to take
the responsibility for not tabling any such
correspondence at the present time.
