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dominion treasury receives about $80,000,000
per anntîm in taxes frorn our forest industries,
yet less than one-third of a million dollars
is spent annually fo assist in the sounder
devclopmient and expansion of this industry.
Its progress and possibilities for post-war
empioymient seem to have been disregarded
entirciy.

During difficuit years Canada's great minerai
production wvas vital to our solvency. It is
alarming to flnd that eighty-four per cent of
our minerai production in 1942 was from mines
discovered prior to 1920, while only five per
cent of our production came from mines found
since 1930. These are dangerous symptoms
in the developrnent of a resource that is yet
only in its infancy, an industry that employs
over 100,000 people and is a potential market
for nearly S400,000,0ý00 per annum of the
production of other labour and services.

The great mining &industry as a depleting
.asset can survive and grow only by new
discoveries and new capital. A policy with
reference to taxation, depletion and deprecia-
tion that would restore confidence and inspire
individual initiative to venture and risk is
the only sotind ce-irse to foliow if we are to
devclop thiese v'ast hidden treasures for the
post-war cmiployment of our boys now over-
soas.

These basic industries are the cornerstone
uf ur econoîlî. Froîn themn ve must secure

our standard of living. Let us flot be turned
aside by ail these promises of "pie in the
sky, for wc shall have to come f0 earth
sooner or later. and when we do we shail find
that we must deveiop the great basic resources
of thiis dominion. In their sound develcpment
our p)eople must flnd new opportunities. Our
people do not want paternai hand-outs from
the got ernment; they need only thle coopera-
tion of thic governnîent in the development of
these splendid resources.

While I arn on the subject of mining, Mr.
Speaiker, I shouid lik-e f0 make one suggestion.
Perhaps the minister is not aware that the
dominion treasury is losing in excess of a
million dollars annually from the operations
of highgraders which have not been stopped.
By operating across provincial boundaries
these highgraders are able f0 elude the vigil-
ance of our provincial police forces, who have
tried diligentiy to restrain this iliegal traffie.
I wouid suggest that at the forthcoming
dominion-provincial conference an agreement
be soug-ht under whieh the juriadiction over
this nefariotîs practice may become vested in
our splendid Royal Canadian Mounted Police.
I arn sure if this hig-hgrading-, which bas grown
,to ho big business, were stopped, the minister

would find evea greater additional revenue
fiowing into Canada's treasury than I have
indicateýd.

We have many businesses in Canada which
are not connectcd with mining or other enter-
prises. Businesses employing fifty people or
1ess form the backbone of the Canadian
economy and are the basis from. which
greater enterprises and capable executives
spring. Tbey have carricd ail the bourdens
imposed by a war economy of heavy taxation
and restriction of supply without the compen-
sation of cost-plus contreets-as many of the
larger corporations have biad. In preparing
this budget the minister seems to have over-
iooked this valuable element of our
community.

I sincereiy hope, Mr. Speaker, that this
poiicy of negiecting smaîl business will not ho
eontinued. Î shouid like to have the assurance
of the minister that when war assets come to
ho disposed of, no one wiil be able to corner
important surpluses, and that the srnail busi-
nesses will be able to get a fair share on
equal terns with t he large corporations
throughout the dominion.

Foliowing the proposais 1 have made I
move, seconded by the hion. member for Yale
(Mr. Stirling):

(c) tiîat no preovision bas bvin made to
encoturage greater w ar-tinie production by
exeinptîing over-tiinae pay frein income tax;

(di) that suffhcieîtt provisiont lîts net been
madle for the eliirinaticîî of the inequities
presently existiîig itiî respect tii agi icîttjal
taxation;

(e) titat tio aicqtiate Pt ovisioii bas becen
ila de te ensutre t ie s -ed pttw ai em L] liet t
tbrouglî the iliscox ci antî tleveopinent cf
nie ta 111 andt nonii etailic iniietai resutrcos;

(f) tîtat the goverrnnent lias fi led te miake
effective tue full inobilization of otîr fitîsucial,
iîiclistrijai an ni ateriali re tir ces, .as w cli as
oui r mati Pc er, luit îi iinta tnt îg a so-cailefi
homne iefence arnîy, tît a rtîst te the ttîxpa5 or
in excess of $150 million per aîîîîim. at a tinie
ailien tue neefi for men for au îny reintfitrements,
for farîinig aud for iîtdcstry is se lurgent."

In conclusion may I say that this is truly a
country of wonderful possibîlities. It might
weii ho described, as was another long ago, as
"a land whîerein thon shaît eat bread without
scarceness, thon shaît net lack any thing in it;
a land wvhose stones are iron and out cf whose
