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Hospital construction grant to assist the prov-
inces in the provision of adequate accommoda-
tion for hospital and health services; to be dis-
tributed on the basis of $1,000 per bed for
active treatment beds, $1,500 per bed for
chronie or convalescent beds, or in the case of
other health facilities on an equivalent basis;

Venereal disease control, grant to assist the
provinces in extending and intensifying their
present efforts toward the control of venereal
disease: to be distributed according te popula-
tion, $275,000.

Crippled children grant to assist the prov-
inces in an intensive progran for the preven-
tien and correction of crippling conditions in
children, rehabilitation and training; to be dis-
tributed on the basis of a flat amount of $4.000
to each province and the balance according to
population, $500,000.

Professional training grant to assist the prov-
inces in the training of personnel for public
health and hospital staffs; to be distributed on
