Mr. Andrew Brewin (Greenwaad): Mr. Speaker, I have a
question for the Secretary of State for External Affairs.
Can the minister inform the House whether the Canadian
Red Cross has undertaken a role in connection with the
release of captured military and foreign civilian personnel
in Viet Nam?

Han. Mitchell Sharp (Secretary af State far External
Affaira): Yes, Mr. Speaker, I can confirm the reports that
have been made. At the request of the Canadian govern-
ment the Canadian Red Cross is sending a team of ten
members, led by the national commissioner, Qeneral
Wrinch, which left for Viet Nam this morning. This comes
about as a resuit of the wish of the parties to the Viet Nam
agreement that the Canadian Red Cross should play such
a role, which I am sure will be welcomed by everyone in
the House.
