One 
petition calls for all weapons testing at the said test range to be 
brought to an end, and the second calls for a full public inquiry 
before the present agreement is renegotiated.

precedents I am now prepared to rule. Standing Order 36(1) 
reads as follows:

Unless otherwise provided in these Standing Orders, when the Speaker is in 
the Chair, no Member, except the Prime Minister and the Leader of the 
Opposition, or a Minister moving a government order and the Member speaking 
in reply immediately after such Minister, shall speak for more than twenty 
minutes at a time in any debate.

In situations where a Minister moves the motion for third 
reading and speaks first it is quite clear that the Opposition 
Member replying immediately after the Minister would be 
entitled to unlimited time. It would appear logical to me to 
carry this practice further and say that in those instances 
where the Minister’s Parliamentary Secretary makes the first 
speech on behalf of the Government, he or she should have 
unlimited time and the Opposition Member replying immedi­
ately thereafter should also be entitled to unlimited time. This 
is the interpretation of the rule that the Chair intends to follow 
henceforth.

These petitions are from residents in 
Main-A-Dieu, residents of Isle Madame and Gabarus, and 
Fourchu, residents of Glace Bay, Cape Breton, residents of 
Bras d’Or Lakes, residents of Buysborough, residents of Auld’s 
Cove, residents of L’ardoise and Richmond County, residents 
of Port Morien in Cape Breton. All these residents are opposed 
to a lobster farming operation in Cape Breton, but I want to 
underline, Mr. Speaker, that they are not opposed to economic 
development taking place in these areas.
