WB wwtern lye graM, broue grass, timothy, and atfalfs, either shurly
or u eombuution.

Tha best hieidiial hay and pasture erops are winter rye and sweet
clover.

The best umoal hay crops are oats, peas and oats^ beanUess
barky and spring rye.

Cwjp§ that are of aeoondary importance for hay and pasture are
Kentucky Uoe gnua, red top, meadow fescue, and the millets. Some
that may hiter beoome useful are the dovers, red and alsike and sweet
eloTer, die last miMitioned promising most for the open plains.

The bast esopa for permanent pasture are brome grass, or brome
grass and alfalfa mixed. Less produ^ve thon^nfa use^l pasture mix-
tures ate Kentadiy bliw grass or n>d top mixed with eitlwr timothy
and dfalia «t western rye and alfalfa.

The best en^ for annual pasture are oats, or peas and oats, or
bariey and oats, and rape.

Sweet eloTer, a bienniaf, may become a useful pasture plant, pai^
tieularly on Ug^t soils in what are now regarded as purely grain grow-
ing auBM. Winter rye also furnishes good pasturage in late fall and
Mriy spring:

Where mneh live stock is kept, particularly milking cows, a suc-
eutsnt winter feed is very desirable. By some it is considered essen-
tial to sneeeasfu] winter dairying. Com is the great silage crop of
eastern and jouthem dairy districts. It can be grown here quite satis-
faetorify in numy parts, but owing to its immaturity the quality of the
rikge made fnmi it is frequently low and the cost of production is
rdativi^ high* The best ensilage crops are corn for the south and
oats, or oats and peas, for the north.

Oats and peaa, particularly in the north, neem now to promise
eheapw and better aihige than eom. Very excellent remits have been
seeured «t the Laoombe Experimental Farm from both oats and mixed
peas nd oats as sOmb. The utiKsation of sunflowers by ensiling is
iMW beiBg (sstsd at different places with considerable success. Mixtures
of alfalfo or awes* dorer with winter rye in seasons when the* legume
otip oMuiot be satiafaetorily cured also has some possilnlities.

The best soiling erops in the order of their possible readiness for
use an winter rye, ak'alfa, peas and oats, com and rape. The ehief
foMMT erops are oat straw and com stalks. Some good, but less ccmmon
fodder^ tan &$ straw of thredied alfalfa, elover, brome grass and pesa.
Minor fodders are the straw of bai^, vdioat, rye, flax and weatera
ryegraaa.
