Alderman Fleming appeared to afk
that the bylaw relating to the use of
fire arms in the Woodbine beach dis-
trict be amended so as to insure more
safety to cottagers than the provision
that fire arms be not discharged within
a hundred wards of a dwelling allows.
It was agreed to recommend that the
range be increased to one hundred and
fifty yards and that the city ask for
power from the provincial authoritizs
to regulate the use of shot guns and
fowling pleces so as to keep them out
of the hands of irresponsible nimrods,

Alderman Church presented a re-
modeled motion as to the Yonge-street
bridge, but again asking that parlia~
ment sustain the order of the railway
commission.
