LYNCHED BY MOB. © |

Negro Taken From Jail, Hnngecl;
and Riddled.

Annapolis,Md., Dec. 21.—Henry Davis,
alias Henry Chambers, colored, who
committéed a felonious assault on Mrs.
John Reid of Brownsville, five miles|
from Annapolis, last Friday, and who

had confessed his crime, was taken
from the jail here this morning by a.'I
mob of about sixty masked men and
lynched. He was strung up-and his
body riddled with bullets. }

The jail is isolated. Deputy Sherift |
smallwood says that about 2 o'clock al
man appeared outside ‘the Jjall and |
rang. He said that he had a prisoner.
Deputy Smallwood saw that he had no
prisoner and refused to admit him.
Soon afterward a mob of about sixty
men appeared before the jail’ with-a
whipping post and endeavored to batter
down the door. They then procured a
sledge-hammer and quickly broke a hole
in the door, thru which one of the men’
crawled and unlocked the door.

At the point of a pistol the warden‘
surrendered the keys. Davis was secur-
ed and carried out bodily. He was kick-
ed and beaten and was taken to Brick- |
yard Hill. A ropewas produced and the |
noose slipped over his head. By this|
time Davis was nearly unconscious.|
While in this condition he was hoisted,
up to the limp of a tree, Almost be-|
fore his feet had left the ground a re-|
volver cracked and a bullet cut a gash |
thru his scalp. It was the signal for
gerieral firing, and at least 100 bullets
must have riddled his body. After al
few minutes the body was cut down,|
and a few persons took pieces of rope!
and clothi as souvenirs before the
mob dispersed.

The members of . the mob wore masks;
tfheir fdces. were blackened, and each
one was armed with'a revolver. The|
negro was carried thru the negro sec-
tion of the city, but no one interfered.
