When, therefore, Oatho- 
11(« deinwnd—and. it is their du tv to Aims 
demand—«and claim that -the teaching of the 
masters agree with the religion of their 
cbLldi*en, they nxoke use of their own •right, 
and nothing wouild be -more unjurt than to 
nlace them In the alternative, either of 
ting their children grow up in ignorance or 
casting them into a sphere which consti­
tutes manifest danger for the supreme la­
te rests 'of their souls.

It is not allowable to question nor to 
abandon ’n any way these prln-ciides of 
Judgment and of conduct, which rest upon 
evuth and justice, and which are the safe­
guards of both public and private interests. 
Wherefore, when the now law Inflicted n 
blow upon Oathotlos* education In the Pro­
vince of Manitoba, was it your duty, ven­
erable brethren, to protest openly against 
th*> Injustice and against the Injury that ft 
bad received; and the manner in which you 
have fulfilled that duty is a striking proof 
of your common vigilance, and ofe a zeal 
truly worthy of bishops. And although at 
this point each one of you meets with u 
sufficient approbation in the testimony of 
his confidence, learn nevertheless that we 
add thereto our endorsement and our ap­
probation. For those things which you have 
sought and sttll seek to guard and defend 
are sacied.

However, the inconvenience» of the law 
in question by themselves gave warning 
that to tin<l an opportune alleviation of the 
evil a perfect understanding was necessary.

They 
can do nothing more salutary -for them­
selves, and more favorable to the prosperity 
of their country, than to contribute to the 
maintenance ot thrir scnools, according to 
the full measure of their resources 

There is another point which also calls 
for your joint solicitude; It is, that by your 
authority, and with the concurrence or 
those who direct establishments of educa­
tion. tue entire program of studies be 
elaborated with care and wisdom, and that 
care be taken that none be admitted to the 
office of tencher but men abundantly pro­
vided with all the qualities requisite there­
for, both natural and acquired, (or jt is 
but fitting that Catholic schools should rival 
the most flourishing bv the excellence 
of their methods ot training, and by the 
splendor of their teaching, t rom the 
standpoint of intellectual culture, and 
of the progress of civilization there is 
nothing but what is great and noble in the 
plan conceived by the Canadian provinces 
of developing public instruction, of rais­
ing Its standard ever higher, and of thus 
making it some-tilling greater and more 
perfect. Now there is no kind •
no progress of human knowledge that may 
not fully harmonize with Catholic doctrine.
