» recorder, DeMontigny, by Tremblay, wh-n
he was admitted to the force., That forwula
reads as follows:

“Have you paid, or promised to pay, or
glven any money or otuer consideration to
ary person, directly or indirectly, for any
aid or influence tcwards pProcuriug your ap-
pointment 7"’

The answer to the oath was, ‘“No.”

In face of these two statements, both
sworn to, Chief Hughes lodged a charge f
criminal perjury against Tremblay.

What Tremblay Says, :

Tremblay denied that he swore at the
time of his appointment, that he had not
paid money to be enlisted as a constable,
His application to Constable Richer or bis
relations with that gentleman were for
the appointment of veterinary surgeon in
the Police Department, and  the
which he had agreed to pay, and which,
eventually, he did pay, was for his appo.nt-
ment to that position. Previous to taking
the oath of admission to a constableship,
Tremblay explained his position to a priest,
and he says be was told he would not per-
i:re himself by taking the oath; that he

d not pald money to be named constanle.

The order to arrest Tremblay was given
by Mayor Prefontaine, who has thrown him-
self into the breach which has beea made
in the defence of the bribe-takers. He has
come to their assistance, and is using the
Ppublic position he holds to defeat the true
ends of justice and to perpetuate the ig-
neble traffic in eclvie places.

Killing of the Resolutions,

‘Chicago, Sept. 16.—Central Music Hall,
the scene of the Federation Conference of
Trusts and Combinations, was packed from
pit to gallery to-day when W. J. Bryan de
livered his reply to W. Bourke Cochran on
the Trust question. It had been reported
that Mr. Bryan had a set of resolutions
that he purposed to present, presumably an-
tagonistic to trusts as they now exist. But
this Mr. Bryan denied when seen by a re-
Presentative of the Assoclated Press.
The Trusts a Curse.

Mr. Bryan spoke in part as follows: With-
in two years more trusts have been organ-
i lzed than in the Previous history of the
| United States, and the people now come

| face to face with this question, Is the
trust a biessing or & curse? If a curse,
What remedy can be| applied to the curse?
Monopoly in private hands is indefensible
from any standpoint, and intolerable,

not divide monopolies, There can be no
good monopoely in private bhands until the

No Good Despotism,

There may be a despot who is better than
| Auother despot, but there is no good despot-
ism. Defense of monopoly is always on the
ground that if you wili allow people to con-
| trol the market and fix the prices they w.ll
| be good to the people who purchase of
| them. The entire defense of trusts rests
| upon a money argument. If the trust will
| sell an article for a dollar less than the
| article will cost under other conditions,
| then, in the opinion of some. people, that
| Proves a trust to be a good thing.

{ Prices Won't He Reduced.

BEYAN UP AGAIN.

Mr. Foulke of Indiana Said Some
Things Which Called Forth
a Reply.

The :afternoon session opened with ad-
dresses by Attorney-General T. 8. Smith
of Texas and James B. Dill, who had a
band in the framing of the New Jersey
trust law. A general discussion followed,
which resulted in both Col. Bryam and
Bourke Cockran taking the platform.

Al D. Foulke of Indiana made a short
ipeech, in which he declared that he failed
to see that the remedies proposed by Col.
Bryan in the latter’s speech during ‘he
morning session could result in the aitain-
ment of the object sought for.

Col. Bryan, who was sitting in the back
eart of the hall, arose and amid cheering
started to reply.

Bryan's Explanation,

Mr. Bryan said in part: *I would rot
occupy the time again but for the tm-‘[
that the gentleman from Indiana, Mr.

My plan was this: First,
that the State should have the right to cre-
ate whgftever private corporations the peo-
ple of Ne State think best. Secoad, that
the Statd, has or should have the right to
impose such limitations upon an 0\‘1tslde cor-
poration a¥ the people of the State may
think necesdary for their own protection.
That protects the rights of the people of
the State to say first what they shall organ.
ize in their Sfate as a corporation, and sece-
ond what they shall permit as a corporation
to come fromi other States who do business
in their Stal!}.

R;g“ht of Restriction.
“Third, that the Federal Government has

or should have the right to impose such re- |

strictions as Congress may think necessavy
upon any corporation which dees business
outside of the State in which it is organ-
ized. In other words, I would preserve 10
the pecple of the State all the rights hey
now have, and at the same time have Con-
Zress exercise a concurrent remedy to sup-
plement the State remedy. When the Ied-
eral Government licenses a corporation to
do business outside of the State in which it
was organized, it merely permits it to co
business in any State under the (-uuditlnps
imposed by that State, in addition to the
conditions imposed by the Federal Govern-
ment, I would not take away from the
people of the State any right now existing,
but I would have the Federal Government
and the State Government exercise, the
powers that may be necessary to annihilate
the monopoly. I do not agree with the
gentlemen that you cannot annihilate a
monopoly. I believe it is possible to do so.

Only a Suggestion,
“I have only suggested a plan.
aot be the best plan,
thing better, propose it. I am .anxious to
accept anything. Let me suggest one other
thing that I believe will be a step in the
right direction. The great trouble has l-een
that while our-platforms denounce corpora-
ticns, corporations control the elections
and place under obligation to them the men
who were elected to enforce the law. (Ap-
plause). Let me propose a remedy—not a
remedy, but a step, I think, in the right
direction. Let the laws, State and National,
make It a penal offence for any corpora-
tion to contribute to the campaign fund of
any political party. (Continued cheers and
applause).
