The C.P.R. la to teat the commerclti 

feasibility of «applying Montreal and On­
tario cities with Nova Scotia coni. It will 
be carried during the coming winter from 
St. John westward, via the company’» 
short line thru the State of Maine. We do 
not know whether the experiment will 
prove successful or not, but we do not 
see why a profitable trade In soft coal can­
not be established between Nova Scotia 
and the City of Toronto, via the enlarged 
St. Lawrence waterway.

Montreal receives all lta soft coal from 
the Maritime Province». The same boa;», 
that bring the coal to Montreal could come 
on to Toronto, wj^plt la only 830 milee 
further west. The Province of Ontario la 
at present entirely dependent upon tbe 
Ulllted State» for lta coal, 
lion dollars worth are Imported yearly. 
The Globe says tfasoaunount of coal and 
coke Imported Into Canada Is *10,600,000. 
Ot this the largest part la consumed in On­
tario. We -hope It will not be long before 
Ontario's dependence' upon the 
States will not be ao absolute as It Is at the 
present time. We have good grounds for 
believing- that anch will not be the case. 
Ae soon as tbe Ontario Government re­
moves the embargo on the development of 
Niagara Falls power, Toronto and other 
centres will require mneb 
States coal than they now consume, it 
the enlarged St. Lawrence waterway le to 
be as serviceable as anticipated, it wlU 
able coal to be shipped profitably from 
Nova Scotia to Toronto and other cities 
On the great lakes.
