This Soldier ‘Got in. a Tight Corner
; ‘and'¥Killed His Man.
_The soldier's lot in South Africa seems
to be' traditionally rough, if one may
judge from the following extracts from a
letter just received by Mr. Alf. Govette of
Gibson’s Davenport Hotel from Corp. I
Downes of the S.A.C., dated Springs,
Trapsvaal,” Aug.’ 21.  The wrlter begins
with . the voyage out, as follows :
Talk about & rough house, when the
ship started rolling it was a corker. 1
woke up one night when some sucker cut
the hammock down and had tied five or
six bottles to my toes. . This was a com-
mon ocewrrence for two or three days, then
the men ecommenced to get sick, and before
we arrived In Cape Town we buried five
and 22 were sick, 1 never was so.tired of
a trip in my life. After we got off the
boat we were loaded on open coal cars
like a lot of sheep. Talk about Canada:
why it is-a heaven to this. However, We
went up country 1400 miles In the same
cars night and day.
Baths Were Luxuries,
For over a week, rain or shine, we never
even had a wash. When we arrived at
our headquarters, a place called Heidel-
berg, our drilling started. This kept up
for about one month,” then we started for
the front, where we have been ever since.
Two weeks ago to-day, we had a very
Mively time for about three hours. About
8 o'clock at night our dog started bark-
ing. Of course that alarmed the camp.
I went out to see what was the matter,
but 1 soon got in again when the buliets
commenced to sing. Just as soon as I got
in the trench the fun started: about 20 or
30 made a rush for us, but, they soon went
back. ¢
1 got one, he rolled over and 1 shot him
again to make sure. .Howerver, this thing
kept up for about - three hours, when we
got help, them they retreated. None of
our men were very badly hurt. This is a
very common thing now. We have lost
about five men altogether, and quite a lot
are in the hospital, so you can judge for
yourself what kind of time we are having.
1 have just got a message that a ‘column
is starting from Springs; that means more
burning and killing.
Burn Everything in Sight.
They burn everything In their way. 1
never saw so many dead horses, cattle
and sheep—thousands of’/ them. Every-
thing smells rotten from thelr decaying.
The conntry is all shot to pleces, and the
Lord knows what it will be llke before
the war is over. As for myself, I am feel-
ing well at present. The fever season is
on now, S0 we have to be very careful.
All the water has to be bolled before we
can drink it. I often wish that 1 had a
big lager. All we can get is a little rum,
which is issped to us twice a week.
There is lots of money here, but you
can’t spend it. I am making about $65
a month, board and clothes.’ That Is not
so bad, especially when a fellow can't
spend any. If I get thru I expect to have
about $2000 in three years, which is better
than I can do in Canada. ' Please excuse
this paper, but it is the best I can get
I took it from a Boer house that 1 burned
last week, s ¢

ccrnsel, but the court refused to grant the
request on the ground that “‘the court does
not at this time regard you as a party teo
the case.”

The principal witnesses of the day were
John Hood, who commanded the
despateh boat Hawk, during the Spanist
war; and Capt. Bowman H. Mc(alla, who
was in command of the Marblehead, The
testimony of both of these officers dealt
with the delivery of despatches from Ad-
miral Sampson to Commodore Schley, and
both. related to conversations with- the lat-
ter.

Capt. McCalla gave in detall his part in
arranging a code of signals with the Cuban
irsurgents, and his communications, with
them near Clenfuegos on May 24, 1808,
when it was léarned definitely that Cer-
vera’s fleet was not In 'the harbor there.
He sald that Capt. Chadwick, who was
Admiral Sampson’s chief of staff, was the
only person at Key West to whom he bad
communicated the signal code.

Capt. McCalla expressed the opinion that
coaling was feasible at Santlago at the
time Schley began his retrograde move-
ment.
