death chamber.

Aside from the break at nightfall Czol­
gosz spent his last day of life much as 
he did all the others since he passed Into 
the hands of the law. The approach of 
death seemed to awaken no greater con­
sciousness of his position, and be apparent­
ly lacked much of the feeling aroused In 
men undfer (similar circumstances. He 
again tturned his back upon the priests 
who came to urge him to confess, rerant 
and repent, and was undemonstrative and 
disinterested In the .presence of those of 
his kin- who came to say a last farewell 
to him.
