| Ottawd, April 6—{(Special)—The
. capital was fairly invaded to-day, a
deputation being here from all the
manicipalities along the line of the
Trent Valley Canal, to urge the speedy
completion of that important er-
taking. At first it was proposed to
‘meet in the Railway Committee room
of the House of Commons, but this
was not large enough, and the deputa~
tion was asked to proceed to the House
of Commons Chamber. Previously
they had lined up 400 strong before the
Russel] House and marched up two
and two to the Parliament Buildings.
/The Commons Chamber was crowded.

Senator Cox introduced the deputa~
tion. He said he believed there was
no ground for the common story that
the Government was prejudiced
against the enterprise. Twelve ridings
were represented to-day, being the two
' Simcoes, North Ontario, two Victorias,
two Peterboros, two Hastings and two
Northumberlands.

Mr. John Carnegie of Peterboro,
spoke at some length, If a rule were
‘laid from Chicago. to Montreal it
would be run across’ this route.
