A Welcome Settlemehnt.

‘A good word siould be said for the citizens in con-
nection with the scavengers' strike. It has been a
very real inconvepience and in some cases a hardship.
Moreover, the accumnulation of garbage might have
been a menace to health. The weather has been too
cool to make this a problem, and not too cool to in-
crease the outpu't of ashes from furnaces beyond man-
ageable proportions. The average citizen is going
yery light on coal at present in any case for obvious
reasons. :

The people have pehaved very well under the cir-
cumstances. They have had a good deal of sympathy
with the men, for most of whom they have much re-
spect, finding them obliging and civil in the discharge
of their duties. They have also much respect for Mr.
Wilson, who 2as maintained the sanitation of the city
in excellent fashion during his term of office.

They will be all the more willing to hear the ex-
planation made by Mr. W. A. Stewart, one of the fore-
men, that the whole situation is the result of matters

tire control; and that if the men knew Mr. Wilson as
Mr. Stewart now knows, their inisconceptions, like his
own, which were at first similar to the men's, would
soon disappear. This coincides with the experience
of those who have been familiar with Mr. Wilson, and
it is to be hoped  that the settlement arrived at yes-
terday will prove to be a happy solution of .the diffi-
culty.

Men, Not Advice, Wanted.
The Rural New Yogker serves notice on lawyers,
editors, bankers and o;ﬁ;her people that the farmers
pneed more men and lesg advice if they are to feed the
world at moderate prices: It points out that for some
reason everyone feels competeut to advise the farmer,
just as everyone is convinced in his own mind that he
can successfully run a daily mewspaper. The farmer
.is so deluged with advice and instruction as”‘to sug-
gest the assumption that he must be a weak-minded,
person indeed. He is told to break more land, go in
for more intensive farming, raise bigger crops and
feed the world, but no one has much to say about the

real diffculty, namely, the scarcity of men.
For -a good many years Canadian Club orators,
itinerant ‘editors and traveling politicians from the

east never ceased telling the western grain growers to |’

go in for mixed farming. No ope ‘ever conceded for
a moment that the settler im Saskatchewan was com-
petent to judge what sort of farming would make him
the most money. He was presumed to be doing the
wrong thing in a pig-headed way, and the path to for-
tune was therefore day after day pointed out to him
by frock-coated philanthropists who could not them-
selves on a bet distinguish between rye and bearded
wheat.

Of late the western grain grower has not been
singled out for so much attention, but advice has been
deluged upon the farmers everywhere. They are told
to substitute the six-horse gang plow for the two-
horse single-share, and thus enormously increase pro-
duction. It is taken for granted by the urban _critics
that a field well plowed will sow, reap and harvest a
crop automatically. -

The Rural New Yorker, however, says that plow-
ing, or even plowing and seeding, is only the begin-
ning of the farmer’s work; that one man can sow a
crop, which will require six men properly to harvest.
In short, the farmer, like every other business man,
has to cut according to his cloth. =~ If he cannot get
competent help he cannot produce more than a cer-

" tain amount, no matter how much land he may break
up with a tractor plow; and we are told that in many
states, as, for instance, Ohio, the farms are operated
and occupied almost: entirely by old men. The boys
go off to the city as soon as they grow up.

Spain is in a dilemma between forcing the issue
with Germany, which would probably involve war, or
facing possible trouble with some of the powers whose
ships may be-attacked by the escaped submarine, for
which Spain is responsible. In the electric atmos-
phere which exists in Europe anything may happen as
a result of this incident of @erman crookedness.

More Revelations. : :

Count von Bersisterfl does not appear to have been
able to conceal his tracks very effeetively for a first-
class dipiomat. What the allied powers do not know
about him remsins to be seen, but they evidently
know, and have known all aloag, a great deal more
than tie Germans suspeected. It is possible that it
may yet be shown that President Wilson in writing his
numerous notes was merely allowing rope to the Ger-
mans, €0 that when the whole case is on the table they
will be seen to have revoked on every triek.

The telegram of January 20, 1916, in which eer-
tain persons were commended to Bernstorff by Zim-
mermann or his representative as having been desig-
nated by Sir Roger Casement as suitable agents to
employ for carrying on acts of war against the United
States and Canada, the destruction of the C. P. R. be-
ing one of the objects in view, was probably within
the knowledge of the British Government at the time
of the Casement trial and sentence, and would suffi-
ciently explain the inexorable attitude adopted towards
the traitor. The capacity of the Gerinahs for debauch-
ing those who come under their influence 1s not the
least of their willainies. :

The policy of the United States Government was
evidently to let Bernstorff go ahead and hang himself.
The accumulation of evidence against Germany is the
nost appalling indictment that has ever been gathered
together.

It is in a different mood from that of the fifth of |

c¢il this week. He has a new point of view, and he§
would be glad ito exchange his place in the sua for a |
hole to crawl into. There is a rumor out that a new‘
offer of peace is to be made, including withdrawal from |
Franee and Belgium, with no indemnities on either|
side. Evidently the Germans have not been(sufﬁcient-]
1y licked yet. Chancellor Michaeli¥ follows up the|
rumor with the statement that as long as any demand
for German soil was made, or any attempt to drive a
wedge between the kaiser and his people, peace was
impossible. President Wilson stated the resolve of
the allies, founded on their experience, that no treaty
could be made with the kaiser. He and his system
depend on breakihg faith. It would be folly to accept
the word of a ruler who adopts treaty violation as an
integral part of his policy. £
