Biehop Fallon Blames English 
Political Leaders for 

Irish "Murders.”
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A"It is the federal agricultural de­

partment’s policy to encourage mix­
ed farming thruout Canada with live 
stock as Its base,’’ said Dr. 8. F. 
Tolmie, minister of agriculture 'or 
the Dominion, .at the banquet held 
in the King Edward Hotel last night 
of the Holsté n Frieelan Association. 
"It is- the farmer who breeds 
Btock that is the backbone of 
agricultural lHe,” he said, and his 
opinion was that nothing would keep 
a man steadier on the farm 
having live stock to attend to, and 
If he goes in for good breeding and 
good live stock, he will make it pay."

There was vast room for improve­
ment In the dairy business, he said. 
A man who took a pride in breeding 
good cows made a profit, while the 
man who did not pay much atten- 

was content 
with the ordinary run of cattle, got 
little else out of It but the fresh air 
and exercise. The Federal depart­
ment had appointed an officer to go 
about the country making tests us to 
the food values of milk products with 
a view of encouraging the consump­
tion of dairy products in Canada. We 
should produce all we can at home, 
and sell as much of our own produce 
In Canada as Is possible.

Prospects for Agriculture.
Giving some figures to show the 

wonderful prospects for agriculture In 
Canada, Dr. .Tolmie stated that less 
than ten per cent, of the land which 
could be farmed was under cultiva­
tion Seven billions of dollars had 
been invested In agriculture up to 1919, 
and the amount invested was assum­
ing greater proportions all the time.

Altho we have miles and miles of 
grazing land, our^llve stock was far 
lower in proportion than that of the 
United States. Australia and other 
countries, he said. Sheep were below 
the average and so were hogs. It was 
time that Canada took her rightful 
place as a live stock breeding country.

Establish Grading Centrss.
His department was working out a 

system whereby butter, cheese and 
dairy products generally would be 
graded for export to Britain and 
Europe. Grading centres could be 
established all over the Dominion, and 
efficient men would do the work. Thus 
all faulty products could be traced 
back to their source, and the farmers 
wh’o were prbducing the best products 
would get the protection they deserved.

Hun. or. Tolmie’s address was In tné 
nature of a response to a toast, •‘The 
Better-Bred Holstein,” proposed by Hon. 
Walter Lee, minister of agriculture for 
Prince Edward Island. Mr. Lee said that 
breeding the best cattle always paid, and 
that a well-bred Holstein would give 
irom twice to three times the amount 
of milk that un ordinary-bred cow would 
give.

Dr. M. Gumming, who proposed tho 
toast, "problems ol Rural Development," 
said he would not stick quite closely to 
his subject, but would dwell mostly on 
the breeding of Holstein cattle. He saifl 
that a caw could be made a good milker 
and.still have beauty of form. As a mit- 
<er of loot, he said, the two were n.nw 
becoming synonymous, as far as Hol- 
steins were concerned.

Agriculture Bigger Than Party,
Hon. Duncan Marshall, minister of ag­

riculture for Alberta, who responded, 
noted the fact that there were four min­
sters of -agriculture present, represent­

ing three parties. However, he said, the 
business of agriculture was so much 
bigger tlian the parties that he was con­
fident that the four of them would sit 
together and agree upon an agricultural 
problem that would serve the whole of 
Canada. He said that the dairy busi­
ness was slated for a great future m 
Canada, and predicted that greater for­
ward strides would be made during tiro 
next five years than during any previous 
ten years. Dairying promoted ettlclency, 
and that was what was most needed In 
rural life today.

Hon. Manning Doherty, minister of ag­
riculture lor Ontario, responded to *ne 
toast to ’ Our Dominion." He said tint 
Ontario had a great future in the dairy 
business, and that good breeding was 
being encouraged Jo the fullest extent 
by his department.

No charge was lodged against the ac­
cused on ills being taken Into custody. 
The case is being Investigated by tne 
police.

A young man named Burns, who, with 
hie wife had a room In the same house 
with the Valentine family, stated that 
Valentine and hie wife had been attend­
ing a Homerlte church at the corner of 
Raglan road and Main street. He said 
that the couple had spent the greater 
part of Tuesday at the church.

Denounces Politicians.

the murders and the policies pur­
sued by Sinn Felnere, he was forced 
with equal vehemence to; denounce 
"the murders and wanton destruc­
tion of property that are so appar­
ently being sanctioned and made ef­
fective in Ireland under the guise of 
law and order thru the power held 
by a few political leaders of the 
English government."

These political leaders, he said, 
should be swept out of power and 
real British justice appUsd to settle 
the Irish question.

Declare Grande Prairie Farm­

er Responsible for Whole­
sale Murder.

Edmonton, Feb. 9.—Word has just 
been received from Grande Prairie, 
from Chief Defective Nicholson, of 
the provincial police, that Richard 
Knochel, a farmer of that district, 
had been arrested charged with the 
murder of three men, tin miles from 
Grande Prairie in June. 1918. For al­
most three years the quadruple mur­
der has remained unsolved, together 
with two other murders a short dis­
tance away on the same day. 
accused man married the widow of 
one of the murdered men Shortly after 
the tragedy.

He -was arrested early this morning 
at his shack, about one mile from the 
scene of thej murders.

Formally Arraigned.'
Before Mag .strate Belcher in pro­

vincial police court at Grande Prairie, 
this afternoon, Richard Knoohel was 
formally arraigned tor the murder of 
Ignace Pa ton, Frank Peryzaheski and 
Charles Seimmer, three of the six 
men mysteriously killed June 18, 
1618. Daniel Lough was tried» on the 
same charge some months ago and 
acquitted. The one witness examined 
gaye evidence much the same as that 
given by him at the Lough trial, but 
added that Knochel had worked for 
him about a month prior to the date 
of the murders when ‘ he left without 
being paid and failed to return. He 
later learned that he was ill. Chief 
Detective Nicholson announced before 
the hearing adjourned that he will 
cell the wife of the accused, who was
