London, Jan. 21-—Morning came, ‘bring-
ing declarations of county pollings, Al-
niost the first report showed a Unionist
gain defeating Rt. Hon. J. A. Peage; the
government whip, in Saffron Walden. The
Liberals hoped the county results declared
yesterday were not representative, and ex-
pected better of today’s declarations, but
the first twelve reports showed six Union-
ist gains, At this hour the Unionist lead-
ers expect great gains, bringing the gains
in yesterday’s polling up to twelve seats.
The Unionists are disappointed over their
failure to dislodge Devlin in West Belfast.
Grayson’s defeat in Colne Valley repre-
sents a Liberal gain from the Socialsts,
and rejoices both Unionist and TLiberal
enemies of the Socialist party. Today's
declarations increase the panic of the Lib-
erals ‘who, the unlooked-for disaster in
the eotinties to the terrorism, exercised by
the parsons and squires. The Unionists
deciare that tarifi-reform has taken hold
on rural England,” and expect a net gain
of fifteen seats on tomorrow’s declarations
of today's' pollings. Sanguine Unionists
even boast that the English counties will
give tariff reform a majority over Liberal,
Labor and Nationalist parties. v

A Good [Hlustration

(Toronto Telegram Special Cable.)

London, Jan. 21—The best Canadian an-
alogy for the confidence of the English
Liberals on Wednesday night was Robert
Beith in West Durbam in 1900, with
Thornton’s school house still to come. The
returns showed eight for Beith; Thorn-
ton’s school honse gave Beith 16 in 1896.

‘I'his homely episode in the fortunes of
Canadian party warfare ‘illustrates the
lightning change in the outlook of the
English Liberals better than columns of
deseription. The Liberals had heen doubl-
ful about the boroughs, and wondered
whether the Labor alliance would hold:
The dread cffect of tariff reform on the
unemployed in the boroughs did only
slightly better for the Unionists than the
onlookers expected. The Liberals, well
satisfied with the results, went to bed
carly on Wednesday morning expecting no-
thing to do but wake towards noon, and
contemplate an almost unbroken series of
victories in ten counties. They estimated
to do nearly as well in the, English coun-
ties as in 1906. There was no way of get-
ting a line on the drift of opinion in the
counties, and it was impossible to check
the Liberal diagnosis of the tendencies of
the agricultural vote, so the Liberals went
to sleep believing they had already swept
the counties.

THE KNOX PROPOSAL

Russia’s Reply Also Received and
Believed to be in Same Tenor

Tokio, Jan. 21—The reply of the Japan-
ese ‘government to the United States pro-
posal for the neutralization of the Man-
churian railways was handed to the Am-
erican ambassador this afternoon. It is a
polite declination, i

St. Petersburg, Jan. 21—Russia’s reply
to Secretary Knox’s note proposing the
neatralization of the Manchurian railway
was delivered to U. S. Ambassador Rock-
hill today. It has been understood gen-
erally that Japan and Russia would take
identical action on the proposal.

Tokio, Jan. 21—No intimation of the
contents of the memorandum of reply is
given but the best information obtainable
indicates that the communication is brief
and that the declination to accept the neu-
tralization proposition is based on sever-
al grounds the chief of which are:

The American plan would be of no ad-
vantage whatever to Japan. 1t would af-
ford no advantage to China. 1t would not
change the commercial situation-in Man-
churia where Japan is adhering strictly
to its pledges of an open door and equal
opportunity.

1t is understood that the reply is couch-
ed 'in terms of friendly appreciation of
the American purpose but it is not of an
argumentative character and its conclus-
ions are not qualified.

Crocket Excited and Makes An—~
other Mistake—More Evidence

. of Good Bargain Made by the

Ottawa, Jan.»  21—(Special)—Richard
O’Leary was the first witness in the pub-
lic actounts committee this morning and
his chief effort was to explain that his
memory had been defectives “I had en-
tirely forgotten ahout - this letter,” he
gaid, when shown the document he gave
Waterbury in 1904, offering to sell small-
er gections of the wharf property, recently
purchased by the government, for $1,000
and $500.‘ b

Then bhe began to recall circumstances
and seemed to have'an admirable recol-
lection of his talk with Mr.  Waterbury
and of many, real estate transactions and
bargains he had obtained from the George
McLeod estate, evidently to s ow that the
sawduet wharf was not worth any more
than he sold it for.

He claimed that the resident engineer
had- altered the plan of the government
property ‘during the Christmas vacation o
as to include that portion' of the beach
where his employes had taken gravel from.
{The outside value of thirty or forty loads

f gravel he took was not more than $3.

O’Leary rgad from the deed given to
the government showing that the descrip-
tion ecalled for seven and four fifth acres
with 736 foot frontdge and he said he did
not think it made much difference about -
the quantity of land but the offer he made
to Mr. Waterbufy was not the same as
the property sold to,the government. He

“O’Leary,” said Mr. Carvell, “Will youw
sell me that wharf for two thousand dols
lars?” ; :

“Not today.”

“Will you sell it for $2,5007”

“No, I will not. I will sell it to you
later, but not here.” 3 :

Tllere was much excitement in the com-
mittee at O'Leary’s withdrawal of his offer
made in December and all kinds of inter-
dictions. Crocket Tose excitedly and want-
ed to see Carvell’s check in payment for
the wharf, and Mr. Carvell produced it
that instant.

“Is it made payable to
O'Leary?” sneered Mr. Crocket.

“Yes, made payable to Richard O’Leary,
and meant for him if he will sell me his

Richard

wharf.”

James D. Irving was called. He said he
knew the sawdust wharf since he was a
boy., He owned nearly half a mile of
water front in Buctouche, but did not do
business in Richibucto. If he owned the
government wharf and was in business
there he would not sell it at all. He had
told Resident Engineer Stead that if that
wharf was in Buctouche he would not take
$10,000 for it, and he would surely not sell
it for $5,000 if he owned it. He had bought
one property in Buctouche some years afo
for $220. He had supplied stone to the
government and for large rock received
$2.25 a cubic yard, and about $1 for small
rock. After one season's operations he had
$36 profit. He rented a engine perhaps
two months in a year some times and
hauled coal seven miles to supply it, paid
wages and all other expenses and received
$8 a day rental. He had rented a scow at
$2 a day to the government, but the work
was not steady and he had taken the
scows away and rented them to Con-
tractof Walbery where work was steady.
He would not sell_his wharf at Buctouche
for any $5,000.

Detroit, Jan. 21—Experiments at the
University of Michigan overturn a long
accepted theory as to the cause of sleep.
It has been said that natural loss of eon-
sciousness is due to a lessened flow . of
blood to the brain. Prof. R. M. Wenley's
experiments show the opposite. His sum-
mary of what has been ‘demonstrated is:

The size or volume of the brain increas-
es when the individual goes to sleep and
decreases when' he awakens.

The size of the hands and feet increases
when the man is asleep and becomes small-
er when he is awake.,

EXPERIMENTS UPSET THEORY
OF THE CAUSE OF SLEEP

In some cases the brain becomes small-
er at first and then increases as sleep be-
comes deeper,

Striking evidence is furnished that the
size of the arterial pulse from the brain
increases steadily with increase in vol-
ume, that is, the dilating of the arteries
after each beat of the heart is more pro-
nounced. This is particularly true when
the subject 1s propped up.

One of the delicate devices used in ex-
perimenting records ‘*‘a breathing wave”
from both brain and hands and feet.
