J

James R. Reed Leaves the
Service After Many Years
as Postmaster of Carleton.

James R. Reed, postmaster in Carleton,
has resigned his position and James 8.
(lark is temporarly filling the position.
Mr. Reed's poor health is given as the
cause of his retirement.

Along with this announcement comes a
report that Carleton district may be re-
duced to the position of a sub-office and
if that is contemplated Carleton people
say, there will be a serious profest be-
fore it will be accompiished.

Mr. Reed has held the position of post
master on the west side for more than
forty-five years, and the fact that of late
his health has been affected is given as
the cause of his retirement. i

Mr. Reed finally notified the office of
his intention to vesign on Friday last,
with the request that the matter might
have immediate attention. On Saturday
he eent in his formal resignation to take
effect from that day. Assistant Inspector
W. C. Whittaker and Postmaster Han-
ington went over, and enquiries suggested
by their presence were made and it was
Jearmed that Mr. Whittaker spent the
day in the office taking stock and arrang-
ing for J. 8. Clark, who resides in Carle-
ton, and has been employed in the regis-
tration department in the city post office,
to take charge of the Carleton work for
the time being.

Considerable dissatisfaction is being ex-
.pressed in Carleton on account of the re-
port which is in circulation that the post
office is to be reduced to the level of a
sub-office instead of being as heretofore
a separate district. It is claimed that the
change will do away with the letter car-
rier eervice as mow in force there. At
present the mail is sent over, taken in
hand by Carleton men and delivered.
Under the sub-office arrangement east
and west side letters would be sorted to-
gether, and those for. the other gside of
the harbor dispatched in charge of car-
riers from the central office.

Carleton residents inejst that the change
Jwill do away with the post office building
which would be strongly objected to. It
s understood that some steps have al-
ready been taken to place the matier be-
Jore the proper authovities/

The position of postmaster is worth
$700 a year, and there are believed to be
several applications for ~the position,
among those the name of Joseph B.

I. C. R. CRANE WRECKED
MOVING BRIDGE SPAN

Susees, N. B., Oct. 29—(Special)—At
about 11 o’clock today the large I. dp R.
wrecking crane met with a very bad acci-
dent about two miles east of Sussex, and
near Plumesweep bridge. The crane was
engaged in moving a side epan of the
Plumesweep bridge to a siding near by 'to
load on cars, but when it had gone about
half the distance the crane and span
toppled aver, the crane falling on the epan,
bending it considerably and breaking’ tele-
graph poles, which badly mixed the wires.

Considerable damage was also done to
the crane. The two engineers in charge
had a narrow escape, jumping just in time
to eave the! ves,

The cause of the accident is supposed to
be the carrying of too much weight on one
__eide, which caused the sleepers to break.
YWhe crane itself weighed ninety-eight tons,
.and the span it was carrying weighed

twenty-five tons, and was ‘100 feet ‘in

THE ROMANOFF DYNASTY ,
TOTTERING TO ITS FALL

Crisis Imminent in Russia and

Many Believe Present Regime

s Almost Over---Bloodshed at Odessa---Sweedish Cable
Only Thread Now Connecting Russia With Outside World

St. Petersburg, Oct. 20—1040 p. m.—f

While the day passed quietly without|
bloodshed in the Russian capital, and:

developments all indicate that a crisis is
imminent. Although the streets are filled
with troops and reinforcements are now
pouring in from Finland, the government
seems utterly powerless to cope with the
situation and many calm observers seem
geriously to believe that the present regime
is tottering to ite fall. ¥

Grave doubts are expressed as to wether
even the imperial guard can now be relied
upon. ' Discontent is rife. Early this
morning the fourteenth equippage of sail-
ors of the guard who have beeh ghut up
like prisoners in barracké on the Moska
canal, demolished the windows and furni-
ture and in the afternoon a detachment
consisting of four officers of the guard
went to the lawyers’ assembly and told
the barristers that many officers and a
large part of the troops were disgusted
with the government and ready to enlist
in the movement for freedom. They asked
for aid toward effecting orgamization and
said they bad discussed among themeelves
the question of resigning, but decided to
show that people in uniform could help to
achieve liberties. Even the Cossack pa-
trols in keeping idlers moving in the
streete today seemed careful not to use
their whips, and simply drove the crowds
along before their advancing horees.

A meeting of the mpnicipal council was
held this evening at which a deputation
of thirty members of the strikers’ commit-
tée appeared. In an impassioned epeech
fhe leader of the deputation presented the
following demands of the workmen and
affiliated organizations:—

“First—A constitutiofal and political

berty.
“Second—That the city furnish food for
the workmen.

“Third—That the city refuse further
supplies to the troops and'the police.

“Fourth—That the troops be removed
from the water works or otherwise the
strikers would cut the water supply. .

“Fifth—The immunity of the deputation
from arrest.”

The council granted the latter demand,
and promised to reply to the other de-
mands tomorrow, The council sent re-
quests to both General Trapoff and Min-
ister of the Imterior Bouligin not to arrest
the members of the deputation, but the
police, nevertheless, took them into cue-
tody. Upon urgent representations, Gen-
eral Trepoff an hour later released them.

With a strike in the government post
office tonight, communication with the in-
terior practically ceased. Government
troops were placed in the telegraph office, |
but only a few lines are working. Many |
lines, including the land lines to the con-
tinent and to Libau, where they connect
with the cable, have been cut. At 10
o’clock, however, the cable by way of
Nystad and Sweden was still open. This
is now the only thread connecting Rus-
sia with the outer world. Admiral Dur-
novok, superintendent of posts and tele-
graphs, told the representatives of a Eu-
ropean power this afternoon that he could
not tell how long cable communication

with the continent would last. The for-
eign embassies have discussed the situa-|
tion but have as yet taken no steps re-
garding the safety of foreign residents.)

Washington has been requested to confer)
authority for the charter of a vessel and |
to hoist on it the American flag as a re-
fuge for Americans.

Most interesting by far, however, is the
news from Moscow, the real Russian capi-
tal, where, according to private reports,
the municipal council and the committee
of “public safety are sitting continuously,
and where a struggle is momentarily ex-
pected between the League of "Riigeian
Patriots, a reactionary organization led by
the priests and the newly organized militia
and students. The Moscow municipal
council is also reported to have sent an
ultimatum to the emperor demanding the
promulgation of a constitution.

The etrikers apparenily are without
funds, and must soon be exhausted, a§ was
made evident by the action of the strike
committee here being practically forced to
hold up the city for food.

Odessa, Oct. 29, 535 p, m.—Cossacks
have commenced firing on the crowds of
workmen and .students who had barri-
caded street corners with street railway
poles and furniture.

At one point a volley from the Cos-
sacks killed one student, three workmen
and_a girl, and wounded 100 pereons.

The governor in a proclamation says
that the first stone thrown at the military
will be the signal for the troops to fire.

The governor asked St. Petersburg for
authority to proclaim martial law but has
not received an answer.

All the streets and squares are full of
Cossacks and police.

Citizens have formed a committee for
public defence.

Reval, Russia, Oct. 20—Order has been
restored there on the governor promising
to withdraw the troops from the streets
and to liberate those who have ‘been ar-
rested. :

He did not think it would be
wise under the circumstances 'to attempt
to cover the whole city before leaving on
Friday for Winnipeg. He hoped, there-
fore, that none would be offended if he
was unable to call on them.
