United States Treasury Em-
ploye 1e|/ls Interesting Story
.on Witness Stand.

(Bangor Commercial.)

Richard Parr, New York, mspecial em-
ployee of the United States Treasury de-
partrient who with Special Agent Bean
worked up the case, was the opening
witness of Friday afternoon's session of
the U. 8. District Court. Considerable
interest was manifested in Mr. Parr’s tak-
ing the stand a3z he was expected to be
the most interesting of the government’s
witnessee, He was with Special Agent
Bean who wwatched the unloading of thz
(‘anadian Pacific’s cars at St. Stephen and
who was the first witness in the caee.

Mr, Parr said he went to St. John early
in July acting under instructions from
Special Agent Bean and began investiga-
tion. He traced the three cars from Nt.
| fohn down to &t. Stephen and with Mr.
Bean went to the wharf opposite the Can-
adian Pacific wharves in St. Stephen on
Sunday evening about 11 o’clock. About
12.15 the work of unloading began. He de-
scibed the method of counting the same
ag Mr. Bean.

Mr. Parr said the night was clear and
still and from their position in the shad-
ow on the wharf they were able to see
what was going on acrcss the river and
to hear the conversation of the workmen.
Witness #aid they counted 62 baless out of
the cdr and heard them fall on the scow.
Wag well satistied there were more but
counting only those they saw come from
the car door and heard fall on the scow.
