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THE WAR SITUATION.

“A week of gains” is a British staff-
officer’s description of last week’s opera-
tions on the western front. Steadily,
Yelentlessly, the artillery has poured its
awful hail of death upon German posi-
tions, and at strategic points the infant-
¢y gains- here a trench and there a
theight, that is quickly turned to account
to strengthen a position or be the base of
& further advance. The French also
made gains last week, and both they and
£he British repulsed all German counter
pttacks:

We now understand how wide of the
fruth were former predictions of a rapid
iAllied advance in the west when once
g¢he German lines had been broken at
gny point. The Germsns have their
theaviest gnns and greatest armies on this
#ront, and are disputing the Allied ad-
wance with all the force they can bring
to bear. The military expert of the New
Work Times gives an excellent review of
®he situation, as follows:—

“The word ‘push’ has frequently beeh
msed in deseribing the Allies’ offensive,
$nd no other word more graphically de-
@cribes it.It is a push—nothing eise. The

 iAllies had trled the blow, a sudden

grenchant blow delivered with enormous
power. This was the prevailing idea
jast September at Champagne - and at
fLoos, and it was an admitted failure.
!’I‘heyuwthenifthcylhudnntucnbe-
fore that no such tactics would be ef-
fective except over a narrow and shal-
Jow front. As a means of driving the
Germans out of France it was utterly in-
effective.

. “The present movement is of a differ-
#nt character entirely. In the Loos and

. Cbampagne fighting the allied loss ‘in

jnen was nearly 250,000 in the three
days fighting. To have pursued this
plan to the end would have depopulated
the wealthy reserves of Russia, not to
‘gpeak of the less numerous Allies in the
west. Therefore, the ‘push’ was decided
pn both as a more certain means of
schieving their object 'and as a
means of saving men at the expense of
ghell. The Allies’ offensive has not stop-
ped.” It is still going on and is still gain-
ing ground. There is a steady, almost
mninterrupted creep toward the life lines
‘of the Germans, which must be stopped

gntirely before the movement can, be call-,
"ed a failure or before the Germans can

‘e considered to be secure in their pos-
- pession of Northern France.

{ “The progress of the news day by day
§s sufficient proof of the correctness of
this point of view. Daily, the British
ihave been extending their lines north of
{Pozieres and deepening the pocket into
which Thievpal has been thrust. From
‘Hardecourt north, their lines have been
“steadily creeping onward, drawing nearer

" pnd nearer to Bapsume, The French

fhave also made steady progress. This

- fioes not hold ¥¥ue¢ in“the ‘move directly

fn Peronne. For reasons which I have
#xplained, there is no particular reason
st this time why the French should sac-
rpifice the men necessary to force their
fines south of the Somme clear to the
giver bank.

But it is
mlso costing the Germans heavily, almost
‘$hough possibly not quite as heavily as
‘the Allies; but the Germans are losing
ground, their carefully prepared posi-
‘gions,, constructed at such a great ex-
‘;’enditun of time and labor, are falling
‘gne by one, facing them with the neces-
iity of constructing new ones. The new

.3acking. The prospects then for their
being able to check the Allies’ advance,

‘glow as it is, are not bright.”
;. The same writer gives an interesting

In
any event we must search for some ob-
ject other than military as the reason
for Bulgaria’s attacks. Up to the pres-

Last night’s cables tell of the repulse
of the Bulgarians, with heavy loss, by
the Serbians, who pursued their advant-
age and pushed the enemy back for some
distance.

The Italians are remaining quiet on the
Isonzo front until their armies farther
north have driven the enemy back, a
task in which they are meeting, with
gradual success. The Russians have not
only got a little nearer to the plains of
Hungary, but away in the north,\ in the
Riga region, they have resumed the of-
fensive against the Germans. Greece and
Roumania are still hesitating, but may
soon be in the struggle against the Cen-
tral Powe.s. Every Allied success in-
creases that probability. Indeed today’s
reports are to the effect that Roumania
has made her decision, and if so, Greece
will soon follow ‘her example.

MORE FRIGHTFOLNESS

Official news received at Washington
is to the effect that Admiral vom Tir-
pitz has issued a manifesto urging the
resumption by Germany of unrestricted
submarine warfare on merchant vessels.
It i§ assumed, pending fuller informa-
tion, that the manifesto is not iséued
with official sanctien, since von Tirpitz
resigned the office of mini of marine
at the request of the Kaiser, but that it
is in the form of a Navy League procla-
mation or other unofficlal publication.
The Grand Admiral was not in favor of
abandoning the policy of indiscriminate
submarine warfare, and was even pre-
pared to risk a breach in the friendly re-
lations between Germany and the United
States rather than call off the submar-
ines. Naturally the United States is in-

he supports, in favor of a resumption
of activity that would undoubtedly re-
sult in the destruction of more Ameri-
can lives, It is declared that the von
Tirpitz policy is supported by Admiral
-vor - Koester, eAt 5 the “Germma

Navy ‘League; Count' Reventlow,” the
eminent German naval . critic, who is
sald to have strong antipathies toward
the United States, and three different
party groups in the Reichstag; and that
there is a possibility that the hand of
the government may be forced, and.the
poHey of “frightfulnesss” at sea resumed.
Washington is awaiting with keen inter-
est fuller information regarding the
manifesto, since it has been known for
months that von Tirpitz was -carrying
on a vigorous agitation and had much
influential support. Such a campaign
as he proposes would inevitably lead to
the destruction of the lives and property
of neutrals, and the United States would
be the neutral country most affected.
Von Tirpitz is said to base his plea for
a ruthless submarine warfare on the
failure of neutral efforts to induce Bri-
tain to remove restrictions placed upon
neutral commerce with Germany, If he
carries his point, a new element will be

Britain will not be modified one iota, un-
less in the direction of greater severity.
The resumption of submarine warfare on
& large scale would be very destructive
to life and property at sea, but Germany:
in the end would be the heavier loser;
for she would further lose the sympathy
of all neutrals, and also fail to accom-
plish the purpose of starving England.
It is quite possible that Germany, driven
to desperation, may yet give official sanc-
tion to the von Tirpitz‘ programme, al-
though one would think the High Com-
mand should by this time bave learned
that “frightfulness,” whether by sub-
marine or Zeppelin, does not cause Brit-
ish determination to falter for a single
instant. It will simply make the reck-
oning all the more bitter for Germany.
