New York, May 19—The most careful 

putatien of tl^fr world’s greatest 
thematical astronomers have gone wrong 
over the caudal appendage of Halley’s as­
tral vagirent and the Calm or catalsym 
predicted for last night was not due to 
strike the earth until some time today. 
Despatches from the various trained ob­
servers throughout; the world indicate that 
the comet passed between the sun and the 
earth on schedule time last night, but that 
the tail, which.might be compered to the 
shadow of a "planet .or the moon eclipsing 
the sun, did net brush the earth.

Bulletins from observatories s^y that 
the tail before "daylight was sighted in the 
east, indicating " that the speed of the 
comet’s head was so great that its. tail 
swished out behind it in an eliptic much 
like the curve in a stream of water played 
from a horizontally moving nozzle.'

Therefore, the tail; did not hit the earth 
last night, at least-not as it was expect­
ed, and the phfenoratoon was expected to­
day. All predictions as to results apply 
the same, the public being given a rain 
chepk to a postponed exhibition.

Washington. May I9-Ptof. Asaph Hall 
of the Naval Observatory, said at 4 o’clock 
this morning that the earth wOuld not 
pass through > the tail of Halley's comet 
until some time today. From 2 o'clock 
this morning until dawn, said Prof. Hall, 
there was visible, in the east; extending 
from the northeast in a southerly direc­
tion, the dim beam of aÇMghb of the cOip- 
et’s tail.

Princeton. N. .7.. May T9- At 3 o’clock 
this morning :-Dr. Henry Russell, professor 
of astronomy at Princeton lîhiversity, de­
clared that, contrary to général predic­
tions. the earth had not ÿèt passed 
through the tail of Halley’s comet. He 
said that towards the east a distinct streâk 
of light was visible, quite similar to the 
milky way. Me declared that thé reason 
why the earth, had not' yet reached the 
comet’s tail is that the tail curved away 
from the earth, and although the head of 
the comet " has crossed the sun’s disc by 
four hours, the tail will probably not 
reach the earth until later in the day.
May be Just In

Mount Wilson. Observatory. Pasadena, 
Calif., May 18—“Dr. Henry Russell is an 
authority whose views are entitled to con­
sideration,*’ said Dr. C. A. Fath, of the 
observatory corps here, when informed 
early this morning of the Princeton as­
tronomer’s opinion that the earth had 
not yet passed through the comet's tail.

"X quite agree with him in regard to the 
curvature of the tail of the comet. Of 
more than that we are not absolutely cer­
tain at this time. Because of the strong 
moonlight which has prevailed all night 
we have been unable to detect anything.” 
At 2 o'clock «this morning. Pacific coast 
professor. Fath made the following state­
ment:

“The tail of Halley's comet is this morn­
ing apparently in the same position in re­
gard to the earth that it was at the same 
time yesterday morning! This would in­
dicate that the earth • has not yet passed 
through the denser portion of the tail. If 
we are in the tail at all, it is probably 
but the edge. So far our observations 
have shown no special aurora lights nor 
have anything meteoric been observed.”

New York, May 19-“If the earth did 
not pass through the tail of Halley’s com­
et last night and I see some observers 
fortunately situated douJ>t that it did, I 
doubt that we will pass through it at 
all,” said Dr. Harold Jacoby, Rutherford, 
professor ot astronomy of Columbia Uni­
versity to,(Jay-

“From what I know of the comets or­
bit,” continued Dr. Jacoby, “if the curva- 
tors of - the tail was so pronounced as to 
miss \is at the approximate time when we 
calculated it should connect with this 
planet, I do not think it will ever cpme in 
contact with us on this voyage of itez cir­
cuit around the sun. We may look for 
the comet now in the western skies in 
the evening with the possibility of seeing 
a bit of it tonight, the probability of get­
ting a good view of it tomorrow evening, 
and the practical centainty that by Sat­
urday night providing clear atmosphereic 
conditions prevail. It will be a brilliant 
spectacle in the west after sunset.”

Prof. Jacoby did not think that there 
anything in the theory which has been 

advanced that the earth’s repulsive force 
would tend to push away the cometary 
appendage and that the curvature of the 
tail noted by observers a few days ago 
might have been increased so that the 
earth would miss the luminous haze alto­
gether.

“Whether we passed through the tail 
last night or in the early hours today no 

here is likely to be able to say from 
personal knowledge.” continued Dr. Ja­
coby. “It is altogether possible that we 
did. The only way we could know would 
be by the phenomena developed. It » 
generally agreed that no such phenomena 
were manifested here.”

Yerkes Observatory/Williams Bay, Wls., 
May 19—Despite early promises of secur­
ing highly important data regarding Hal­
ley’s comet here, some disappointment is 
felt over the outcome of the passage of 
the comet. A brilliant moon durihg the 
night proved to be a very serious handi­
cap to the scientists behind the batteries 
of cameras and telephones trained on the 
sky. Early observations were impaired and 
work with the cameras cut off to a con­
siderable extent by the moon. Despite 
this condition the expert 
the observatory maintained their vigil 
til daylight. When the moon set several 
of them were repaid to no little extent for 
their patience.

At this time certain observations were 
made that may be of importance in ad­
ding to scientific comet lore. There was 
compensation for the scientists, however, 
in a spectacular exhibition of 
lights and in some meteoric phenomena. 
The scientists said they believed there ex­
isted no direct connection between the 
aurora borealis and the comet.
In The Transvaal
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San Francisco, May 19—There is much 
rejoicing among fight enthusiasts over Tex 
Rickard’s announcement that Jeffries and 
Johnson will meet in this city to battle 
for the world’9 heavyweight championship 
on July 4.

Mr. Miles of Montreal 
will represent the Montreal board of 
trade, Mr. Cockshut the Brantford board 
of trade and Colonel Burland lias sent a 
wreath on behalf of the Prince of Wales 
Fusiliers of Montreal.

The Canadian office is doing all 
possible to furnish seats for visitors, but 
have only sixty seats at their disposal, and 
there arc 400 applications.
