Adolph of Sweden in 1914 contains de-
tailed instructions for her funeral which
is to take place on Ascension day, May
13. The crown princess, who before
her marriage was Princess Margaret of
Connaught, died on May 1.

She directed that her coffin be placed
in an open carriage as is the custom in
the case of peasants in Sweden, and
that the carriage be covered with greens
instead of mourning. She asked that
special places at her funeral be given to
relatives and friends without regard to
rank. . i

The document requests that there be
no sermon, merely seriptural reading in
English, and stipulates that burial be in
the open instead of in the Biddarholms/
church, where the tombs’ of the royal
family are located.

The kings of Denmark and Norway
and representatives of the princess’ fam-
ily will attend the obsequies.

London, May 10—(Canadian Associ-
ated Press)—The Caronia, which sailed
from Liverpool for Halifax and New
York on Saturday, carries more than 200
young British farmers and their wives
who are going to settle in Canada.

BIRTHS ARE MANY
MORE THAN DEATHS

Washington, May 10—Births in the
registration area of the United States,
which covers about fifty-three per cent.
of the country’s estimated population,
during the year 1918, exceeded deaths by
84.4 per cent. Statistics show 1,363,649
births in the territory included in the
registration area, which is a small de-
crease comparegd to 1917, while the
deaths, 1,014,620, show a slight increase.
Of every 100 infants born during 1918,
the figures show that ten died before
g’eaching the age of one year ,a frac-
tional decrease from 1917. The mortal-
ity rate among male infants was 23 per
cent. greater than that for female in-
fants.

The birth of 15,324 pairs of twins and
147 sets of triplets was reported.

Kansas Dealers Will
Advertise 'Innocent:

Objecting to the circulation of charges
of profiteering against merchants in all
parts of the state by public officials, both
in the fational and state governments,
Kansas merchants are perfecting plans
for a statewide educational campaign to
acquaint the public with actual trade
conditions.

The campaign will be under the aus-
vices of the Kansas Retail Merchants’
Association. The consumers will be
urged to make a complete investigation
of conditions in order to determine
where the blame for the present higl
prices should be placed. .

A. L. Oliger, secretary of the state
association, in announcing the campaign,
said that a series of display advertise-
rments will be carried simultaneously in
the important mewspapers of the state.
Each will deal with some particular
phase of retail business and will show
how important a part retailers play in
the distribution of all commodities.

The expense of the advertising cam-
paign will be prorated among merchants
in the association and it is not thought
the cost will be heavy.

1t is believed by officers of the psso-
ciation that the value of the campaign
will be very great, because it will not
only have a good effect upon the custom-
ers, but it will also serve to draw the
merchants of the state closer together
and foster co-aperation.

When the association holds its annual
meeting in Ottawa this spring, it is
probable that the question of high
prices and the accusations made against
merchants will be taken up. Many im-
portant problems growing out of present
abnormal conditions will be considered.
It is hoped at this convention to com-
plete the organization of the Anti-Store
Robbery AsSociation and complete the
raising of the $25,000 reward fund out
of which rewards for the capture of
store robbers would be paid.

ICOURT OF HONOR

OF BOY SCOUTS

Important Phase of the Work
Is Explained

Described as Best Guarantee
for Permanent Vitality and!
Success of a Boy Scout
Troop — How It Is Con-
ducted.

The following deals with ~he Ceurt
of Honor as demonstrated at *he lend-|
ers’ conference held in St. John recent-
ly:—

“The instituaion of a Court of Honor
is the best guarantee for the permanent
vitality and success of a Boy Scout
Troop.” So says the official handbook
for Canada. and the statement is one
which has been proven correct time and
again. During the war numerous cases
came to light where the scoutmaster had
enlisted and the junior officers, or lead-
ers, by combining their minds on the
troop problems in a Court of Honor,
carried on in excellent style.

Originally the Court of Honor had

very limited powers, but as "boyf’ be-
came a more or less known quality it
was found that these powers might be
greatly enlarged. In fact, today the
Court of Honor has just as wide powers
as the scoutmaster chooses to give it, for
the scoutmaster retains a rignt to vgto
any decision which he considers unwise.
One Ontario scoutmaster placed the
management of troop business and‘dls—
cipline entirely in the hands of the Court
of Honor, reserving only his right to
veto. He found that for two years the
troop progressed in excellent style, at-
taimng a standard of scouting previ-
ously undreamed of in that district, and
he had exercised his veto power only
once. in that time. Boys like responsi-
bility and they like ceremony when it
is not forced upon them, and both of
these are open to them in the Court of
Honor. Moreover it is only reasonpble
that they will take more interest in a
troop for which they feel responsxblf:,
and each leader will see to it that his
patrol is not lagging behind when 'he
knows that the blame will fall upon him
if it should. Either he will be a real
leader or he will be shown up as utter-
ly incompetent to lead.
Altogether too many troops have pa-
trols and patrol leaders nominally only.
Is it not unfortunate that in many, many
troops a boy is appointed leader and is
greatly enthused by the appointment,
only to find at the next few meeting that
his only duty is to stand in front of a
patrol for about five minutes once &
week. Contrast this boy’s case with that
of one, and, the one I speak of really
exists, who is responsible for each mem=
ber of his patrol receiving instruction
for Tenderfoot, Second Class and_Firsly
Class; who is responsible for the at-
tendance of each member of his patrol;
who is responsible for the conduct qf
each member of his patrol; and who is
allowed and encouraged to take his
patrol out on a hike. Which troop, do
you think, is going to radiate the best
interpretation of scouting, that to whxph
the first boy belongs or that which lit-
erally belongs to the second boy?

How it Works.

Whom does this Court of Honor con-
sist of? Its members are the scout-
masters, the assistant scoutmasters, the
troop leader, the patrol leaders (in a
small troop) the seconds, and any other
officers, such as quartermaster. The
scoutmaster acts as chairman and should
know the simpler rules of parliamentary
procedure. The troop secretary is also
secretary of the court. .

Now let us observe the working of a
court this constituted. In a small, nice-
ly decorated room, (the officers should
have a special room of their own if at
all possible, which may also contain a
Scout library) the troop leader calls
out, “The Court of Honor will come to
order” Immediately all members of
the court assemble around the table
each to his assigned place, while all
others immediately leave the room.
When all are seated the troop leader
sends a leader to invite the scoutmaster
to attend. Considering the viewpoint
of these boys when they invite the
scoutmaster to attend a court, their
court, as' contrasted with the old me-
thod of the scoutmaster driving the
leaders to the court. On the entrance of
the scoutmaster the leaders come to the

‘alert’ until that officer requests -them
to be seated. He then reads the follow-
ing:—

bers of the Court of
Honor of the First, Leinster troop, of
the Boy Scout Association, in meeting

“Also having in view the fact that
we will not always agree on all ques-
tions before our assembly, we promise
that we will always abide by the will
of the majority, and even when we are
not satisfied with the final decision on
any question we will unite our efforts
to carry out he matter as decided.

«Also we will at all times do our besk
to live up to the Scout Qath and Law,
and to be guided by the Scout motto,
‘Be. Prepared.’’ ? .

The scoutmaster then says: “All who
take this promise with me Alert” If
any boy does not take it he should be
excused immediately. The command is
then given, “I'he court will be seated.”

Get back to your own boyhood and
see if this promise would not . have
pleased you. Do you remember how
Tom Sawyer and Huck Finn and the
others solemnly promised secrecy, and
loyalty to the leader when they were
pl.uying pirates? Can you not im 'gire
Tom licking his lips over a nice solemn
promise like the above? It is a promise
which appeals, and consider the envy
and longing of the other scouts when
they want to know what happened at
the court and find that the leaders have
solemnly promised not to tell.

After this opening the court proceeds
with the business of the meeting in the
following order:

1.—Calling of the roll.

2. Reading of the minutes.

3—Business arising from the minutes.

4—Reports from patrols, secretary,
treasurer, quartermaster, standing com=-
mittees, special committees.
5. DBusiness arising from the reports.
6.—New business.

Such then is the Court of Honor
which is so strongly recommended by
the chief scout, by the Canadian Hand-
book, and by all Scoutmasters who have |
adopted it. If it is mot used in a troop’
that troop is not using the Patrol Sys-
tem, and if not using the Patrol Sys-
tem you are not scouting, but remain
only a group of boys controlled by a
man, bearing the name of a Boy Scout
Troop. :

Mr. Scoutmaster, try the Court of
Honor, to' save work for yourself, to
give your leaders an opportunity to lead,
to encourage scouts to work for leader-
ship, and to see your troop running as it
has not before.
