Their request was not complied with
but a grant of $142,00 was voted, this
grant however, was coupled with the
stipulation that deductions on sundry
accounts mentioned amounting in all to
over five hundred dollars should be made.

The undersigned baving had these
accounts carefully examined by asub
committee of their committee, who re-
E:rted them as correct, believe it would

an injustice to those firms to ask them
to submit to such reductions, and know
of no reason why these amounts should
be subject to any reductions more than
any other accounts which “have been
passed by the committee.

The Brittain Strest Ghost.

“All houses wherein men have lived
and died are haunted houses,” but few
are willing to confess that they believe
them haunted by anything other than
memories, pleasant or unpleasant, as the
case may be.
