EVENING GAZETTE !II appears that the Canada Temper* 
ance -Act has not been revoked in Port­
land, a§ was stated in the despatches on 
Saturday, but that an election has been 
ordered for the 13th March to decide 
whether the act shall remain-in Torce in 
the North emd or not. We think that 
this electiofc will be of very doubtful 
legality, but ft seems to be the easiest 
way of getting out of the present diffi­
culty. The city of Portland which was 
created by an act of the Legislature of 
New Brunswick has ceased to exist by 
an act of the same Legislature and there­
fore all the powers and franchises which 
appertained to it have merged into the 
city of St John. Under these circum­
stances it is not easy to understand how 
an election can be held in the North end 
for the repeal of the Scott Act, although 
no doubt the point is an arguable one. 
It would be contended that nothing the 
New Brunswick legislature can do can 
affect Dominion legislation, but the force 
of that argument is lost when it is con­
sidered that the Scott Act applied to 
municipalities created by Dominion 
legislation and that until the recent 
franchise act the voting was on Provin­
cial lists, which might have been 
changed by acts of the Provincial legis­
latures. It would therefore seem that 
the simplest way to dispose of this mat­
ter would have been to repeal the 
operation of the Scott Act in Portland by 
a short Act of Parliament, so that the 
license act might have come into in­
stant. operation. The coarse that has 
been adopted may prove efficacious in 
the end but we are inclined to think it 
may lead to more litigation.

From the Capital.
Ottawa, Feb. 9.—Following np the de­

cision arrived at the other day after the 
publication ol^the latest experimental 
farm bulletin, the. government has 
through the minister of agriculture or­
dered a cargo of the best two-rowed bar­
ley possible to be obtained to England to I 
be forwarded here at once. Thüs'will, 
it is hoped, arrive in Canada early in 
March in full time for spring sowing, 
and will be distributed in two-bnshel 
bags. These two bnshela. kill be suf­
ficient for an acre and if the season is 
favorable should produce 30 bushels for 
next year's seeding, so that in tWo years 
onr farmers will be in a position to make 
a favorable showing in the British mark­
ets. Prof. Saunders of the experimental 
farm has also receired recentiy a sample 
of oats from Scotland,wbidh are. described 
as being the finest oats ever seen in Can­
ada, and there is a probability tfyat some 
of this seed will be imported for distribu­
tion. These acts of the government to 
improve tb$ condition of our agricultur­
ists are practical. The propositions of 
the opposition with the same object are 
theoretical and involve as their initial 
step the demolition of the tariff pctiiÉy un­
der which the country has so prospered.

The modus vivendi negotiated by Sir 
Charles Tapper after his negotiation of 
the defeated Bayard fisheries treaty and 
afterwards extended by the Canadian 
government will expire on Saturday 
next. Sj far it is understood that the 
Dominion government has not yet con­
sidered the question and it is altogether 
likely that, to use the expression of a 
leading member of the government, 
"when it expires it will expire.”

Paragraphs have appeared from time to 
time of late to the effect that American 
shippers of cattle are to be allowed to 
ship American fed cattle from Montreal 
and other Canadian ports. The deputy 
minister of agriculture says: 
there is not the remotest chance of the 
government granting such permission, 
as department exactly know how matters 
stand at present. Canadian cattle can 
be taken into the English market alive 
while Amerian cattle must be slaughter­
ed. Just as soon as the Dominion allow 
shippers the privilege of shipping Am­
erican cattle, just so soon would our 
privilege in the English market cease. 
Canada would be scheduled as the United 
States is and our large live export cattle 
trade be ruined.”

Hugh Sutherland, president of the 
Hudson Bay railway, arrived yesterday 
from Winnipeg. He is here in the in­
terest of the undertaking, the company 
wanting the government tognarantee the 
land grant bonds of the company. He 
is sanguine that his mission will prove 
successful.

The special report of the delegates ap­
pointed last year to inquire into and in­
spect the methods of catching, curing 
and packing burring in Great Britain 
and Holland is now ready for general 
distribution, 
considerable matter, original and ex­
tracted, bearing upon every point con­
nected with this industry, including 
sketches of its history ana struggles, dis­
cussions or controversies from time 
to time arising from the deliver­
ance of the commissioners appoint­
ed by the British government at 
various times to investigate the import­
ant questions affecting the subject, all 
contributing towards the adoption of the 
modes at present in vogue in Great 
Britain of curing, supervising, inspecting 
and branding herring, after tbe numer­
ous conflicts through which the industry 
has passed from its infancy to the pres­
ent time. The extensive ground cover­
ed by tbe report of a pamphlet of 82 
pages, is due as well to a desire to show 
what has been done in the past by Great 
Britain to build up the herring fishing 
industry,as to anticipate objections which 
may be urged against any contemplated 
improvments in this branch of the fish­
ing industry of Canada. The views set 
out by the commissioners will be of great 
interest to the fishermen of the Domin­
ion, especialy to those of tbe maritime 
provinces. A limited number of copies 
will be printed for distribution.

making on the franchise act, in the 
House of Commons, seem to show that 
they have no policy to place before tbe 
country this year, and that the purpose 
to amuse the public by making a great 
deal of noise over a matter that was 
settled years ago. It is not at all likely 
that tbe franchise act is a perfect measure, 
few acts that are the work of man can 
claim any such distinction, but it is so 
infinitely superior to the old franchise 
law of the Province, under which we 
worked after Confederation, that it shines 
by comparison. When, therefore, On­
tario Grits denounce it as “an infamous 
law,” our people can only look on and 
listen with amused surprise, and wonder 
why it is necessary to nse such strong 
language over so simple a matter. In 
Ontario it is complained that the Do­
minion act disfranchised people who had 
formerly had votes, but in this Province 
it had the reverse effect and added at 
least fifty per cent, to the number of 
voters, the increase being the greatest in 
towns. Under the old New Brunswick 
law, coupled with the Assessment law of 
St. John, which taxed incomes five times 
as much as real estate, nearly all the 
young men, and practically all the 
working men were disfranchised. The 
man who owned a piece of land which 
was valued at $100, no matter how use­
less or unprofitable it might be, was re­
garded as better qualified to vote than a 
man whose income was less than $400 
a year. The effect of the law was to 
make a little property superior to either 
manhood or intelligence. Yet, under 
this thoroughly vicious system the 
Province struggled along until it was 
relieved by the operation of the Domini­
on Act. Tbe Grit papers now pretend 
that there is no need for a Dominion 
franchise at all; that in fact such an act 
is altogether improper, and that the 
Dominion ought to rely on the Provin­
cial franchise acts. This view of the 
subject is entirely untenable. The New 
Brunswick franchise act, as we have al­
ready shown, was thoroughly unjust,and 
yet members were elected to the Domi­
nion Parliament under it for eighteen 
years. It excluded all but the possessors 
of a certiin amount of real estate or 
personal property or income, but it might 
just as well have excluded all who were 
not owners of real estate. The Parlia­
ment of Canada should regulate its own 
franchise, even if it costs the Dominion 
something to do it. No doubt the fran­
chise act might be simplified in its 
operation, but there ought to be no 
thought of repealing it

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BOBBED A JOSS HOUSE.

The Venerable Guard inn of the Temp
B ml tally Beaten—H la Assailant Ar 

ted.
New York, Feb. 8.—When Ah Chung, 

the veneraule guardian of the Chinese 
joes house at 16 Mott street, entered the 
temple at aaeariy hour yesterday, he 
found an un-Celestial intrudpr prpu$hi»g 
under the altar. Chung signalled for as­
sistance, but no one responded. He left 
his enemy and hurried to the next house 
to summon assistance. He returned alone 
and met the man in the doorway of the 
temple. He was going off with a silver 
urn, the most valuable piece of property 
in tbe temple.

A severe rough-and-tumble fight took 
place between them, and as a final effort 
to save the goods of the Joss Chung took 
the thiei’s finger in his mouth. The 
thief dropped the urn and whipped out a 
blunt iron bar, with which he dealt 
Chung a severe blow on the head, stun­
ning him. He fell down in his own 
doorway, and while in this position the 
thief hit him on the left eye.

The cries of the old man alarmed all 
Chinatown, and the men who Chung 
had gone to for assistance arrived 
just in time to see a confed­
erate of Chung’s assailant come out 
of the temple and escape with 
a very costly vase. The man who hit 
Chung followed his accomplice, but did 
not take the nrn with him. Policeman 
Reagan of the Elizabeth street station 
took the injured Chinaman to the 
Chambers Street hospital. He will pro­
bably lose the sight of one eye. An hour 
later the thief who wounded Chung was 
locked up in the station house. He gave 
his name as Thomas Burns. He is an old 
offender, and is well known to the 
policemen of Chinatown. At tbe tombs, 
Chung, whose face presented a pitiable 
sight, fully identified his assailant, and 
Bums was held for examination.

CANADIAN BARLEY FOR ENGLAND-

The steps taken by the govern­
ment to increase the production of 
barley in Canada and to lead to the 
extensive exportati n of that article 
to Great Britain are worthy of the high­
est commendation. The export of barley 
from Canada to the United States has 
long been an extensive business. Last 
year 9,934,501 bushels, valued at $6,454,- 
603 were exported, the greater part of it 
from the province of Ontario. This bar­
ley is used for the manufacture of malt, 
“Canada malt,” as it is termed, being 
considered of very superior quality. 
Last year the United Kingdom imported 
47,723,984 bushels of barley, but of this 
amount only 6,312 bushels went from Can­
ada. The demand for barley in the 
United Kingdom being so large there 
does not seem to be any good reason why 
Canada should not supply a considerable 
part of it This is a matter which particu­
larly concerns the people of the Maritime 
Provinces where barley is always a sure 
crop, the yield being almost invariably 
large when tbe soil is in good condition.

We do not know how far the Central The Militi* report contains some com­
plaints from General Middleton which 
should receive attention. He thinks 
that the graduates of Kingston Military 
college should not be obliged to go abroad 
for employment, but should obtain posi­
tions, if possible, in the Dominion ser­
vice. With regard to the military 
schools, the General points out that the 
Quebec cavalry force is too small. The 
weakness, he says, makes the men dis- 
sat sfied and the service unpopular. “A” 
and “B” Batteries have obsolete guns to 
work with, while “C” Battery has no bar­
racks, and is quartered in an old exhib- 
tion building. The mounted infantry at 
Winnipeg has an insufficient number of 
horses, and none of the schools have the 
necessary hospital clothing, practice am­
munition or targets and ranges, although 
these requisites have been called for 
time and again. The Minister has four 
Gatling guns in store. They can only be 
need by the men who understand how to 
operate them, yet he declines to pass 
them over to the schools to practise with. 
These complaints are serious, and it 
would [appear that their truth is not 
questioned.

English and Scotch TweedsFarmers Institute represents the farmers 
of Ontario, but the people of the Maritime 
Provinces would have no objection to the 
above solution of the difficulty of the 
millers if it suited the Western formers.

On the day after the above resolution 
was passed a committee of the Central 
Farmers Institute reported as follows on 
the alleged prevailing depression among 
farmers of Ontario, and its remedy.

That the agricultural industries of this 
province are severely depressed no .one 
will deny who is at all acquainted with 
the condition of the agricultural interests 
at this time. Your committee believes 
that the chief causes of that depression 
are;—(a) Comparative» failure in the 
staple grain crops of the country, caused 
by unfavorable seasons and low prices 
for the products of the farm, (b) Dis­
crimination in freight rates by our great 
railway corporations against the 
Canadian farmer, who provided a larger 
portion of the funds to build these roads, 
and in favor of the American shippers, 
who have no claim upon those corpor­
ations for such pecuniary advantages, 
(c) Heavy and, in many cases, exorbitant 
rates of interest for the use of money 
whilst the farming industry would only 
give a return of about three per cent, 
upon the capital invested, (d) Large sums 
of Eastern money have been invested in 
our North-West Territories, for which lit­
tle or no return has yet been received, 
and the residents of the Eastern prov­
inces are at the present time paying large 
sums annually as interest on that invest­
ed capital, (e) Excessive taxation levied 
to meet the expenditure required in open­
ing up onr Western provinces, and to 
meet the payments of interest upon our 
ever-increasing public indebtedness this 
taxation being levied, in many instances 
in a manner which is very unjust to the 
agricultural interests of this country, (f) 
A tendency on the part of the farmer 
and the family to live a little beyond 
their present means while living in hopes 
of future

representatives of Montreal in Parliament 
have received a communication from the 
Montreal Board of Trade requesting them 
to urge upon Parliament the necessity of 
inserting in the new banking Act a pro­
vision with reference to the matter of un­
claimed bank deposits, dividends, etc. 
Depositors in banks, owners of 
bank shares and other stocks, 
creditors of insolvent estates, etc., fre­
quently fail, for various reasons, ever to 
claim the amounts due them, so that the 
said amounts become practically the 
property of the holders. The board is 
therefore of the opinion that legislation 
should be enacted whereby all corpora­
tions, individuals, trustees, executors, 
etc., shall be compelled to send 
to the last known address of any 
person whose account has for a period 
of three years remained unchanged 
by action on his part, a legal notification 
of the amount due him, and if such no­
tification fails to bring any claim, then 
his name and last known residence, with 
the amount standing to his credit, shall 
he advertised at his expense in the 
newspapers. Also, that all corporations 
now making sworn returns to tbe Govern­
ment shall state the amount, with par­
ticulars, of such unclaimed balances on
