dress, treacherous manners, and shame-
less mind. The Scandinavians say that
as Odin, Vill, and Ve, the three sons of
Bor, were walking along the sea beach
they found iwo sticks of wood, one of ash
and one of elm. Sitting down_ the gods
shaped man and woman out of these
stlc{)e whittling the wcmau from the
elm and calling her Emia.

One of the strangest of stories touch-

ing the origin of woman is told by the
Madagascarenes. Inso far as the cre-
ation of man goes, the legend is not un-
like that related by Moses, only that the
fall came before Eve arrived. After the
man had eaten the forbidden fruit he be+
came afflicted with a boil on the leg, cut
of which, when it burst, came a
beautiful girl. The: man’s first
thought was to throw her to the
pigs, but he was commanded by a
voice from heaven to let her play among
the diggings until she was of marrmﬁe-
able age, then to make her his wife.
did so, called her Baboura, and she be-
came the mother of all races of men. The
American Indian myths relative to Adam
and Eve are numerous and entertaining.
Some traditions trace back our first
parents to white and red maize; another
18 that man, searching for a wife, was
given the daughter of the king of musk-
rats, who, being dipped into the waters of
a nelghbormg laLe, became a woman.
