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officers, the little that has been done could
not have been aecomplished. :
Gentlemen, I am charged as caring little.
for the prosperity of your town and the im-
provement of yonr streets—vet look aronnd
at the villas and neat héuses which have
sprung up since my arrival, and as an en-
couragement to the erection, 1 have taken
upon myself to give upon the easiest terms,
Jand which was at my disposal—look at a
street in the course of completion, which
in point of plan and execution, is equal to
any in Britain, and observe the splendid
promenade at the head of it for the conve-
nience of your families—and let me call to
your recollection that for years I have made
a large sacrifice from the funds at my dis-
posel to afford you the benefit and conieni-
ence of a Market-place. Is this indifference
to your comforts2 Yet Lam charged with
a disregard to your municipal interests.
Gentlenien, it has been still more seri-
ously charged against me, that I am not the
poor man’s friend, that the poor fisherman
finds no sympathv.—Gentlemen, with the
exception of one, who I believe visited the
Labrador, none of my predecessors was even
fiftv wiles from St. John's, tew of them even
160t the harbour. I have done what no other
individual has done—I have visited every
part of this fextensive Island—there is not
one settlement which I have not minutely
inspected—there is not a settlement in which
I have not personally visited one or more of
its inhabitants, in which I have not seated
myself in their dwellings, and encouraged

_ them to detail their situations, and obtained

from them their hopes or their fears. Un-
fortunately however powerful I may be sup-
posed, I could neither secure them prosper-
ons fisheries, nor productive crops—yet
have used my best endeavours to psrsuade
them to place themselves beyond ,the evils
of: a failure in the one or the other. I have
impressed on them the advantages of eco-
nomy in the conduct of the fishery, of the
misery they entail upen themselves by the
expensive habits they indulge in; and where
their cultivation has been (and which_ too
often has been the case) originally conduct-
ed on a bad system, I have imparted to them
the little knowledge I possess on agricultur-
al subjects. Is this an evidence of indiffer-
ence to the poor man’s comforts ? yet am I
accused of not being the poor man’s friend.

Gentlemen I have many apologiesto make
for having so long tresspassed on your time
vet I must beg your indulgence for a few
minutes longér while I make a few observa-
tions on another subject.

When I first arrived among you, but two

ublic Journals were in existence, I had

been here buta few days, when I directed:

my Secretary—a gentleman now filling ‘a
high Judicial sitnation, with equal hononr
to himself and advantage to the publie—to
sond for the Editors or proprietors of those
papers, and to acquaint them that I was an
advocate for a free and independent press:
that I conceived a person filling my situation
wight reap great benelit from it, when fairly
conducted ; that the most diligent surviel-
lance might not be able to detect many abus-
es of power in subordinate Agents; that de-
sirable truths might not reach my ear, and
that most unintentionally acts might be
sanctioned which would bear severely upen
individuals, and which could not come to

my knowledge through any other: chanuel ;

that I .begged they would comment upon
any or every act of my Government ; that I
nad but one object—the happiness of the
people—an that so long as they comment-

ed dispassionately, without attributing 1m- {

proper motives, their observations should
receive every consideration and respect,
even should I not deem it advisable to adopt
them. Tive other Journals have since
sprung up, from the whole of which, saving
oxg the_conduct of Gevernment however
viewed, has been uniformly discussed with
temper and respect; and I will afford them

the satisfaction of knowing that upon more

than one occasion I have profited by their
remarks. Why the exception to vhich I
have alluded has departed from th¢ wise and
useful course adopted by the oth¢rs 1 can-
nat say : it has not arisen from any provo-
cation on the part of the Government, yet
have the whole of the charges to which I
bavealready allided sprung from that source
Ungenerous as such attacks were, they are
trifling” in comparison to others that follow-
ed them ; the framer of them might possi-
bly in some instances shelter himself under
the plea of error or misinformation, but in
most cases and particularly in the one I

shall now bring before you no such excuse

can be pleaded To raise against me a hos-
tile feeling in the hearts of my Roman Ca-
tholic fellow countrymen it was published
that I, who never yet knew distinctions in
religion—who 1 believe never once asked
what a man’s persuasion was, Was 8o illiber-
al in my feeling towards them, that I wonld
not admit any one of that persuasion into
my household. On being informed cf this
“cruel aspersion, I for the first time reckoned
their different persuasions, and found that
more than one half were Roman Catholics,
and with one exception the whole of them

“hired’in this couuntry; yet not only had

the publishers of this libel the means of as-.
certaining the truth of their assertion, but

positively knew it to be false—trusting to
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the l{ol(.iness of their assertion would carry
conviction to the untutored minds of those

who could not believe it would be hazarded-

without being true.

Good God! could it’have been previous-
ly imagined that any human being existed
who could be so vindictive as to attempt to
tamper with the feelings and excite the pas-
sions of the lower orders »f the community
who are essentially R:man Catholic, by
leading them to believe that the man whom
their Sovereign had selected as their guar-
dian and protector was so hostile to them
that he would not admit them within his
doors! I envy not those men their feelings‘
I blush to think that humanity can be sQ,
depraved.

Allow me now gentlemen to turn to a'

more agreeable theme—allow me to return
you my unfeigned thanks for this manifesta-
tion of your sentiments towards me. I
have been too long among you for you -not
to-be conscious that I am one of the last to
court populariry in the common acceptation
of that word. While I am delighted when
my measures are such as to merit “your “ap-
probation, vet no inducement would lead
me to seek it at the expense of my duty.

I will not abuse your ear with a mawkish
se.ns1bxlxty in the use;of those]terms too
often resorted to upon public occasions of a
feeling of unworthiness, of the hounour you
have done—no gentlemen if the most upright
intentions and the deepest anxiety for your
prosperity can render me wortBy of 'your
regard, I can fairly and justly lay claim to
it. But gentlemen it is no more than the
truth when I assure you that this prompt
and unanimous expression of nine-tenths of
the wealth and intelligence of this commu-
nity 1s most grateful to my feelings ; the ap-
probation of hi= fetlow countrymen at the
termination of his political career, when
they have nothing to hope from his smiles,
nor to fear from his frowns, ought to be a
sufficient reward to an honest! man for ail
his labours in bis behalf—as such I accept
your kindness of this, day and assure you
that your welfare and happinness will never
cease to be an object of solicitude to the
individual who now addresses you.
