thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether
or not the stawmps attached to such certificate
reproseut exactly the value <he amounnt of cash
paid. Traders are requested to b »\ ar mmd that
certificates of verification are of 1
ever unless stamps covering the 4ull nr nount of
fees churged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these oificial certifi-
uﬂes wre specially requested t. keep them care-
fully for two years. and in order to secure their
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard

them in their places of business the manner
in which ordinary licenso certificates are done,
for it must be distinetly understood that all trad-
ers who ure unable to produce their properly
stamped certificates; when asked to do so by an
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob
nhx‘\t\ have to pay over again their verification
