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An ACT for preventing the Mischicts
arising from the Printing cnd Pub-
lishing Books, Newspapers and Pa-
pers of a like nature by persons un-
known, and to Regulate the printing
and publishing the same.

[6th May, 1836.]
‘ ‘ HEREAS it is expedient that Regu-

gulations should be provided touching Pub-
fications of the wature hereinafter mention-
-ed—Be it therefore enacted, by the Gover-
ner, Council gand Assemby of Newfound-
land, that no Person shall after the expira-
tion of Twenty Dayvs {rom and after this
Act shali come into operation, print or pub-
lish. or cause to be printed or published,
any Newspaper or other paper rtontaining
- Public Intellizence, or serving the purpose
«f a Newspaver, until an Aflidavik or Affi-
davits, or in case of persons commonly
called Quakers, an affirmation or affirma-
tions, made and signed as hereinalter men
fioned, shall be delivered to the Secretary
or Acting Secretary for the purpore of re-
ceiving such aflidavits, or affirmations, con-
taimning the several maiters and things here-
wafter for that purpose specified and men-
tloned. :

2 —.dnd be it further enacted, by the au-
thontyaforesaid, that such affidavit or affi-
davits, affirmation or affirmations,shall spe-
eify and set forth the real and trie names,
edditions, deseription and places of abode
of all and every person and persons who is
and are intended to be the Printer and Prin-

ters, Publisher and Publishers of thy News- |

papci, Ut utiier Taper mentil Lo e at-
fidavit or affidavits, or affirmatioc or sffir-
mations, and of all the Proprietsrs of the
same, and all the Proprictors of the Print-
ing Press and Types generally used in tre
Printing thereof, and the true description of
the House or Building wherein any such
Paper is intended to be printed, and like-
wise the title of such paper, '

3—And be it further enacted, that an
affidavit or affirmation, affidavits or affirma-
tions, of the like import, shall be made,
signed and given in like manner, as often as
any of the Printers Publishers or Proprie-
tors named in such affidavits or aflirmations
shall be changed or shall cliange their re-
spective places of abode, or their printing
house, place or office, and as often as the ti-
tle-of the paper shall be changed.

4=—_dnd be it further enacted, by the au-
thority aforesaid, thay every such affidavit
or affirmation ishall be made by the Printer
or publisher or one of the proprietors of
such Newspaper or other paper, and shall
be in writing and signed by the person or
persons making the same, and shall be ta-
ken by any one of His Majesty’'s stipendiary
Justices of the peace, and such Justices are
hereby authorised to take such affidavits on
the oath of the person or persont making
the same, and such affirmations the case of
persons commonly called Quakers.

5.—uAnd be it further enacted, by the au-
thority aforesaid, that if any person or per-
soas making such affidavit or affitmation as
in and by this Act is required to be made,
shall knowingly and wilfully insert or set
forth therein the name addition or additions
place or places of abode, of any person as
proprietor printer or publisher ihereof, or
shall knowinglv and wilfully omit to men-
tion in such affi lavit or affirmatios the name
or names, addition or additions ard plaee or
places of abode, ot any of the proprietors
printers, or publishers thereof contrary to
the true intent and meaning of this Act, or
shall knowingly and wilfully in any other
inanner or respect set forth in such affdavit
or affirmation any matter or thing by this
Act required to be set forth otherwise than
according to the truth, or shall knowingly
or wilfully omit to set forth therein, accord-
ing to the truth, any matter or thing requir-
ed by this Act to be therein set forth every
such person so offending shall be liable to
the pains and penalties to which persons are
liabte fur wilful and corrupt perjury.

6—.And be it further enacted, by the au-
