A Paris paper, the otlieV day, referred 
in a casual paragraph to the existence 
of a grandson of the Great Emperor—a 
practitioner in the commercial line, it 
seems, of whom the world has not 
heard very much. The case was dif­
ferent with the author of his being. 
The paternity of this personage was 
patent even to one who saw him for 
the first time when he had been some 
years a sexagenarian. Then, the no- 
1 orioup Comte Leon, whose acts and 
deeds had been recorded up and down 
the scandalous chronicle ever since the 
third decade of the last century, was 
yet a pretty familiar figure on the 
boulevard. Now, he has been in his 
obscure grave for a quarter of a cen­
tury, and his story may be about old 
enough to be new.

It begins, you may say, at Mme. 
Oampan’s boarding school at St. Ger­
main, when the first consul’s sister, 
Caroline Bonaparte, was a pupil there 
with Clarke’s daughters, and those of 
other big-bonnets. Contemporary with 
these damsels was Louise Catherine 
Elebnore Denuel de la Plaigne, a young 
lady of prominent personal attractions, 
who bore her sonorous name as the 
daughter of some very well-known 
people, resident in a fashionable 
quarter, and hospitably entertaining an 
aristocratic ^ociety, mostly masculine, 
and much addicted to games of chance. 
It may, possibly, have been intended 
that Mile. Eleonore should recoup the 
not inconsiderable expenses of her 
education by an eligible match. If so, 
her marriage, which took place in the 
year of Austerlitz with Jean Henri 
Francois Revel, a self-constituted ex- 
oaptain of Dragoons, must have proved 
all the more severe a disappointment. 
Before that marriage was two months 
old, Captain Revel, who was understood 
to have a fortune in his pocket in the 
shape of an army-contract, was “want­
ed" on a charge of forgery, and was 
presently put away for a term of years.

When, as thereupon happened, the 
victim’s father and mother forsook her, 
her old schoolfellow, now Princess, 
Royal Highness, and wife of Murat, 
was moved to take her up, and appoint 
her to a place about her person. And 
when, one day at the end of January, 
28045, the victor of Austerlitz came to 
see his sister, “he happened to see, also, 
this attractive protegee of hers. In the 
March following the Revel marriage 
was legally dissolved. And on Decem­
ber 13th following, at 29. Rue de la 
Victoire, there was bom a shild, de­
clared, under the name of Leon, to be 
the son of Demoiselle Eleonore Denuel, 
and of a father then absent.

The Emperor, in fact, was as far 
from Paris as Pultusk, where he was 
arranging the trans-Vistula campaign, 
and bringing up the Walewska’s morn­
ing chocolate to her, much as Rawdon 
Crawley was. by and by, to wait upon 
his Becky. He got the news on the 
■last day of the year. That same day 
he had written to Josephine, with his 
Imperial tongue in his cheek, about her 
jealousy of the Polish belles. If the 
Empress could have known what had 
occurred at Rue de la Victoire, her 
Jealous fears would have been consid­
erably augmented. She had had child­
ren by Beauharnais; the Emperor had 
never been a father until now. From 
that 31 st of December there must have 
dated the idea which was to find its 
realization in the cradle of the King of 
Rome.

She and the 
Emperor had never met again. When 
she went to Fontainebleau, in 1807, he 
had refused to see her. On the fourth 
of February, 1803—the date of her set­
tlement—she was married to Pierre 
Philippe Augier, lieutenant of the in­
fantry. He died a prisoner in Russia, 
and his widow remarried with Charles 
Auguste Emile Comte de Luxbourg, a 
major in the Bavarian service. 
Comtesse de Luxbourg presently paid 
a visit to her native Paris. The first 
person she ran against there was her* 
first husband, Revel. Revel, naturally, 
wanted to blackmail her; failing that, 
he lampooned her. Then the Comte 
Leon turned up. French law gave him 
certain claims upon his mother, and he 
set the law to work forthwith to realise 
them. The Comtesse was fain to con­
tribute to the support of her offspring, 
but it is not much wonder that she dis­
appears from the story about thfs time.
