JAdvance.
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The Lobster Qu:stion.

{ The amendments to the Fisheries
Act which are still before parliament
at Ottawa and which relate chiefly to
the lobster fishery appear t» give
promise of satisfaction to those en-
gaged in that industry.
protests cf those most concerned and
the criticisms of the press, the original
propesals of the Minister bave been
considerably modified. The license fee
to be paid by packers, for instance, is
redpced from $50 to £5. It is also
understoo:d that the space between the
lower slats of traps is to be one and a
halfinches and that all lobsters taken
in sach traps will be considered of
legal size. No reasonable lobster
fisherman or packer can object to such
a provision as this. The season for
fishing is to end on 15th July. That
also scems to meet the views of those
in the business, and it is tobe hoped
that there will be no extension of the
time, under any consideration. Iast
year’s extension was a mistake, inas-
much as it caused an extra catch,which
had & demoralising effect upon the
market and which is operaling at the
present time in a very discouraging
manner.

A la Quebec.

The scandalous disclosnres of fraud
made in connection - with the fishing
bounty system in a number of dis-
tricts in New Brunswick, ought to be
followed by the prompt punishment of
all who have been parties thereto. It
happens to be amongst the French
people that the rascalities have been
chiefly carried on, and it is some-
what interesting to know that investi-
gation and exposure of the crooked
transactions are actually resented in
certain political quarters, where hetter
things might be expected, We hear
of one parish where the census returns
do not show as mary male inhabit-
ants as thete were receipients of boun-
ty checks as able-bodied deep sea fisher-
men, and where the officer entrusted
by the Department with the duty of
lovking after the bonnuty business, was
found to be making a paying personal
tratfic in bogus claims. The frands
that have heen perpetrated
the Cavadian bounty system are as
great, rclatively, as those that were
created under the war pension system
of the United States.

A Valuable Fortiliser.

The value, asa fertiliser, of the
black muck which is soabundant in
different parts of New Brunswick, and
especially the North Shore, is wd think
not fully appreciated.  Samples of it
were sent to Ottiwa recently from the
uncultivated portion of the Station
farm, Chatham, and it has bLeen anal-
ysed at the chemical laboratory of the
Dominion experimental farms, by Frank
T- Shatt, M. A, F. C. 8., who reports
the following resnlt:—

Nitrogen, in organic matter

This is a very fair sample of swamp muck,
containing but a small percentage of inert
matter (clay andsand ) After drying by ex-
posure to the air it would possess about 35
Ibs. of nitrogen to the ton.

If intended for use as a fertilizer it should
first be eix)ploie'd as an absorbent (after being
air-dried) in the stable, cowhouses, etc., or
be composted with manure or other material
which will indace fermentation ‘and render

more easily tiken -up by plants. On page
111 of my last report sent -herewith may b
found further remarks oh the value and
treatment of this natural fertilizer. .
Where a large truct of lagd is covered
with this muck which it is desired to con-

thorough drainage of it. The sour character
of this material 1s thus largely corrected h{'
the freepermeation of the air.  If the sub

tion of it should be plowed up and mixed
wich the surface soil. A judicious admixture
of sand and clay will much “improve its
tilth or mechanical condition. The best fer-
tilizer for hiack muck soils is wood-ashes,an
application of from 50 bushels to 150 bushels
per acre being made,

Tuarning to the indicated page of the
Experimentd Farm’s report referved to
by M. Shatt, we find the following:—

The nitrogensin semi-decomposed vege-
table matter is not in such a condition that
it can at once be absorbed by plants. The
process of rendering such assimilable is one
akin to that of fermentation.  This bene-
ficial action goes on—though slowly < when
the muck or peat is mixed with the soil,
provided the degree of temperature and
moisture be favorable. If, however, before
application to the soil, the material be com-
posted, its value as a fertilizer will be great-
ly enhanced, and a quicker return in in-
creased crop yield male to the farmer. Com-
posting favours fermentation, which sets
free much valuable plant food. For this
purpose, barnyard manure may he used; lime
and wood-ashes are also strongly recommend-
e The first is an excellent composting

ial. The heat develoged in its own
fermeéntation starts a similar action in the
colder peat or muck, converting into more
soluble forms this locked-up store of nitro.
gen. These materials, ing  excellent
absorbents, will retain the ammonia — valu-
able plant food containing nitrogen -f rm-
ed in this fermentation, and which would
be likely to escape, due to overheating and
lack of moisture in the heap. The com-
})ost may be made by alternating layers of
barn-yard manure with those of the peat
or muck—the layers heing about 8 inches
in thickness,

Fish waste or refuse, liquid manure and
all organic matter, whether animal or vege-
table, if easily decomposable, may also he
used to advantage in composting.

As has been stated, lime, ashes and
similar substances will bring about the fer-
mentation of peat and kindred materials,
when accompanied by moisture and
warmth. Besides acting directly towards
*breaking down” the organic matter, the
presence of an alkali appears to enconrage
the development of the ferment of nitrifi-
cation. "t

When the peat or muck is dug in a very
Wet, condition it should be allowed to dry
someWwhat before composting, fermentation
will then proceed more rapidly aond thor-
oughly.

The increase’l manurial value of these
substances after treatment in the cowpost
heap has been testified to by many of my
correspondents during the past year.

The absorbent character of peat and al-
lied materials has already been mentioned,
| Itis owing to this quality that they are of
| epecial value in the stable, the cow-house

and the piz-pen, and indeed, wherever there
| may be liquid nanure toabsorb. When
sprinkled in such places, not only do they
prevent bad smells, but they also preserve
for future crops much plant food that would
otherwise goto waste. Much ammonia
escapes iuto the gtmosphere i stables
where absorbents are not ‘used. Should
there not be a very good "system in cow-
houses and pig-pens for conducting the
liguid portion of the snanure to tanks, a
loss of featilizing elements will be sure to
ensue through soakage, unless some
material is scattered that will take it u

The Government cruiser
notice by the posting of handbiils, of the
intention to rigidly enforce the regulation
reqniring notice to be given by Crown
Land lessees who, by themsslves or
others, carry on hemlock operations. It
has been the practice with some of them
to either carry on or permit bark opera-
tions on blocks held by them without first
giving notice thereof to the Department,
as required by the terms of their leases.
Attention is now called to this lax method
of gperating and notice given that neglect
to comply with the 1egulations will lead
to their enforcement, which wiil involve
the cancelling of the leases and the collec-
tion of denble stumpage aud expenses.
Lesseea will, therefore, do well to remem-
ber that before permitting or going iuto
hemlock operations, they must send
notice to W. P. Flewelling, Lumber
Agent, Fredericton, giving the block num-
ber, name or names of operators and the
marks intended to be used.

A Much-Needed Protest.

There is a goud deal of dissitisfastion
amongst merchants on “the North Shore
over the fact that wholes{;le houses in St.
John and elsewhere in Cinada do a kind
of huckstering business, by practicaliy
becoming retailers and selling‘io the cus-
tomers of those who buy of them,and there
is a determination to put an end to such
methods by a juatifiable boycott. A
paper has been signed by many of the
parties interested and laid on the tubls of
the St. John Board of Trade anditis
hoped that such of the wholesale mer-
chants of that city s have been trans-
gressars will take the hint it is intenced
toconvey. Itisas follows :—

“‘Agq it has for some time past been the
practice with tho wholesale merchants of
Canada, (with but fex exceptions) to
quote, sell and ghip goods to parties out-
side of the trade, thereby entering into
direct competition with the merchanta of
our town, and their respective customers ;
and despite the fact that merchauts have
individually, at several times, brought
this matter to their notice, this custom
appears to be increasing, and the whole-
sale trade of Canada still continue to
quote and sell goods outside of the regu-
lar trade, and will ship from a hammer to
a cask of molasses, to any pariy who may
require, and be able to pay for the same,
on exactly the same terms and ~with the
same discounts as to the merchants deal-
ing with them in the regular way—

“*‘Thercfore we, the undersigned wmer-
chants, protest against such custom, and
unless the wholesale dealers i Canada
will assure us, and bind themselves to
discontinue gnoting, selling and shipping
to parties who are not regunlar traders, we
will withdraw our accounts from them,
and place them elsewhere.”

Practical Pouitry Raising.

BY T. A. WILLITTS, WESTON, ONT.

This is an age of machinery, ian farming
as in every other pursuit machioes are in-
dispensable; you plant your grain with a
‘‘combined drill and seede:” you cut your
hay witha ‘““mower” harvest it witha
“sulky rake,” your grain iscut witha
‘‘gelf binder,” is thrashed by mactinery
and then run through the fanning miil.
Now, how would you like to dispense
with these uscful inventions? You would
as soon think of making a journey of
three or four hundred miles in your
lumber waggon, instead of stepping aboard
the train and beiag whirled to your
destination swiftly and in comfort.

Inventive genius has perfected machines
for every description of work, and while
the varied uses to which electricity is ap-
plied are indeed wonderful, yet no less so
iz the modern *‘iccabato:” which hatches
chickens by thousands, and gets them out
on the exact day that you want them;
thousands of these machines are now in
uge, you may not be aware of it, but itisa
fact nevertheless. Tae incubator of to-day
is not an experiment, but the leading
makes are the result of years of patient
study and experimenting, and are now as
near perfect as human hands can make
them. *'Necessity is the mother of in-
vention” and when poultry raisers found
that they could raise any quantity of egas
in the winter time, but coull get no
broody hens to hatch them, they begau to
look about them for some means of ac-
comp'ishing this desideratum. For many
years the student of “‘artificial incubation”
was regarded as a sort of ' harmless
lunatic, so slso was the inventor' of the
stecam engine, but no one now-a-days
donbts the eflicacy of steam power, and
the incubator of to-day is just asgreata
success in its line, as the. swiftest locomo-
tive ever built. Tn Canada comparatively
few incubators are “in nse, but in the
United States there are many ‘lirge
poultry raising establishments that would
have to go out of the business, but for
these useful wachines;. in -other wards,
they are the rbsult ot the invention of the
incubator,” which opened up amnew in-
duastry which could’ not possibly bs car-
ried on by any othergesns.” ' T give
some idea of the extentto which in-
cubators and brooders are being usedin
the United States, I may mention that:at
one large establishment _in,New. Hamp-
shire they keep sixteen incubators in al-
,Jost corlstaﬂt o‘p\eration, having s capaqity
of six hundred eggs each;then there is
the well known poultry farm of Mr.
James Rankin who annually raises thou
sands afighickens and ducks- forthe Bos:
ton marke!s by the aid of his “monaréh
incubators” and brooders; Messrs: W. H.
Rudd & Son who also cater to the Buston
market; and raise thousands of Piymohth
Rock chickeas do all their “hatching and
rearing- by artificial ‘means. 1n New
Jersey there is a little town called Ham-
monton where the chiefindustry is raising
“‘broilers” for thes New York and Phila-
delphia markets; they are all hatched in
incubators and raised in ~ brooders,
thousands of them being marke’ed an-
nually. Many other cases could be men-
tioned but this is sufficient to give “some
idea of what is being done in sommercial
poultry raising.

I will not weary the reader with any
further exposition of the matter, but I
deem it necessary to a proper appreciation
of what is to follow that we should thus
hastily survey what is actually being doue
at the present time. :

At this friieture it-may be well to con-
sider the question of supply and demand.
We have no official scatistics - in - Canada
relating to the corsumption of ‘poultry
“and egze, bt American figareawilt sorve
our purpuso:s very well i4: ‘niaking ‘au ap-:
preximate estimate of our.‘o%n consuming
powers. S o

In an article on ¢ Comparative” Tixa-
tion” by Elward Atkinsonin the-Century
Magazine, June 1899, he says:—*The
““value of the entire product of pigiron
‘‘in that year (1830) was less than cne
“half the vatue of the ‘eggs and poultry,
*‘which were supplied from all the burn-
“‘yards of the country. There is- no-gen-
‘*sus of eggs and poultry known to.me,
‘“‘except the assessors returns in Ohio ;
‘‘but perhaps one may take as a standard
‘‘of general cousumption that of the fac-
*‘tory boarding houses of New England,
“‘in which men and women are boarded at
*‘from $2.25 to $3.00 per week, and in
“which the ‘‘mealers” so called, who
‘‘dwell elsewhere but who come for their
“‘meals, are supplied with twenty-one
‘‘neals per week at a cost of $1.60 for
‘“‘women and $2.50 for men.

More Trads-Rostriction.

A Toronto despatch says that the action
of the United States government in re-
gard to imposing tolls on Canadian vea-
sels coming through Sault Sta. Marie
canal is being very much discussed among
vessel men, Generally the embargo will
not affect Canadian vesse! interests. The
chief sufferers will bz C. P. R. veisels,
which do the main carrying trade of grain
from Manitoba and the Northwest.

Dominion Farliament.

Orrawa, May 5.—In the house to-day
Hon. Mr. Tupper moved the house into
committee on the amendment of the Fish-
eries act. He explained that the chief
provisions of the bill affected the lobater
fisheries. It was necessary to make regu-
lations conzerning this most important in-
dustry during the last ten or fiftesu years.
It was thousht that by adopting a close
season covering a pericd when lobsters
were spawning, we would be preserving a
permanent industry in Canada. Asto the
value of the lobster fisheries, he showed
that it yielded about §1,700,000 last year.
While this might be looked at as a healthy
sign, it was not so, for there wat a serious
diminution in the size of the lobsters,
which was a sure sign of failing in any
particular specie of fisheries. In many
places there was a serious depletion and
extermination of the lobstor fisheries.
The value derived from this fishery was
about the same now as it was in 1874, al-
though there was now more lobaters used.
This was owing to the inferior kind of
lobsters usel in canning. He quoted
from the United States authorities to
sliow that more benefit was to be derived
from proper rogulations adopted by the
state than by -arsiticial propagation.
What he preposed now to do was to rgise
the limit of lobaters permitted to be
canght. There were only a few in the:
house, hé said, who were interested in.this
question.  Roferring to Ssotland for a
moment, he: quoted authorities to show
that only closure was sufficient to preserve
this fishery. Tis reason for partially re-
stricting this fishery was to preserve it.
It was esentially necewsary that this
should be done. In Prince Elward Is-
land this year there were more men in the
business than ever before. Now the gov-
ernment could not prevent people from
going inte the business, so that other
regu'ations for its-preservation were neces-
syry to eusnre the continuance of- the
business. Some years ago it took two or
three lobsters to fill a can, bat now it took
six or seven, and in some cases even eight.
Again, the lobster was tonfined to a cer-
tain zone, not being migratory, and since
this was over-fished the lobsters dis-
appeared. There was a great decrease of
lobater fishing in Great Britaid, ‘and the
American government reports showed that
they had almoat disappearsd on the coast
of Maine and also greatly decreased on
the New Englind ceast. i This all happen:
od before the adoption of the present re-
gulations in these cuntries.. The inspec-
torof P. E. I had taken a strong po-
sition on this point. - He.insisted on the
aivocacy of the limitation regulation of
the size of lobster caught. If a regulation
was necessary then in regard to this ad-
dition to the close season this was the
time toconsider it. The late Hon. Mr.
Pope . placed the limit at nine inches,
while ‘the commissioners recommended
‘nine and a half inches. In Scotland the
limit was eight and in England it was
seven, but the specie was very much
smaller “there, In Canada we had the
smallest Limit: of any other country on
this side of the Atlantic. Sincs intro-
duoing his bill..'.‘::‘eprese:'itatinua were made
to him that the ; terms were too severe.

Mr. McLean, who had been in the lobster
packing business for 14 years, claimed that
the present close season had pot as yet bad
a fair trial on account of the extensions
granted from time to time. In six years we
won'd have a large catch, especially after a
year of scarcity. 1t was not correct that

here was a geaeral depletion of the trade.
He gave figures to show this. 8o faras the
shortening of the season was concerned, the
experience was that lobsters did not fall off
in size until above the 5th of July.

A SERIOUS CONSTITUTIONAL QUESTION,

Mr, Davies said he desired to call the at-
tention of the government and parliament to
a serious constitutional question which had
just arisen. The lieutenant-governor of
Prince Edward Island had refusad his assent
to the bill abolishing the legislative council
of that province, and reserved the measure
for the assent of the dominion government,
contrary to the advice of his constitutional
ministers, He quoted the +clause in the
B:itish North America act which authorises
each provincial legislature to alter its own
constitution. The rule had long ago been
established that th» lieut. governor could
0)ly refuse assent to a biil as an officer of
tha dominion goveroment. He also quoted
the reports made by Sir Joha A. Macdonald
and Hon, James McDonald as ministers of
justice to the cfleab that no lieut, governor
should reserve any bill passed by the pro-
vincial legislature without instructions from
the federal government. He desired to
know whether Lieut. Gavernor Carvell had
unconstitutionally refused his assent to the
bill abolishing the legislative council of his
own motion, without consulting the domin-
ion go;’ernment, or whether the lieutenant
governor had received any general instruc-
tions in reference to such matters when ap-
pointed, and whetber the federal govern-
ment still adhered to the opiniou expressed
by Sir John A. Macdonald and the present
Chief Justice McDonald on the subject.
The question was one seriously affecting the
rights of the people of Priuce Edward Ieland.

Sir John Thompson said that instructions
were annexed to the commissions appointing
lieutenant governors, acd he adhered to the
rule laid dowa by Sir Juho'and Chief Justice
McDghald. No instructions had been given
to Lieutenant Governor Carvell by the do,
minion government in reference to the bill
referred to by Mr, Davies, and he {Thomp-
son) did not know that the bill had been re-
served until Mr. Davies stated so. The

THE LOBSTER INDUSTRY.

Havrirax, May 5.—The shipment of live
lobsters to Kagland promises “to become an
important feature of the fish trade of Nova
Stotis. Hitherto all _the live lobsters ex-
ported from this proviuéé have been sent to
London. To-day the steamer Iuchulva
eailed for London, carrying live crustaceans,
They are carried in four plate iron tanks on
the maio deck aft of the bridge decks, which
are each five feet wide, five feet in length,
have a depth of seven feet. They are fisted
with shelves, and each is capable of holdiag
1 000 lobsters. The tanks are supplied with
water from a reservoir on the bridge deck,
which holds 600 gallons. Capt. Mec-
Gray has had a steam pump of his- vwn
invention placed alongside of this reservoir,
and this connects with the sea valve in the
engine room. The reservoir is thus sup=
plied with water. The tanks are connected
with the pipes, and the supply is regulate:l
by hand valves. There are holcs in the
upper part of the tanks which give light and
air to the lobsters,

USHEALTHY SANTOS,

Yarmourn, N. 8., May 5:—The sea cap-
tain who goes to Santos does so at the peril
of his life, The letter following, which ia
dated Santos, March 28th, tells a sad story
concerning one of the St. Johu wmasters, and
may prove of interest to your readers, It N
wags received yesterday aud says :

Am still here and alive, but do not know
what day it will be my tura to go, as one
after another is being taken from our midst.
We buried our captain yesterday who has
been here six months, and I have just re-
ceived .a telegram from the hospital that
Capt. Holder of the bark Frederica of St.
John N. B,,is dying. This is now six
masters in the last ten days who have
snccumbed to yellow fever, besides a large
number of officers and seamen. Out of our
ship last week 14 men died. As itis now,
there is scarcely one who gets the fever who
recovers, - During this month it has been the
worst, but it is hoped there will soon be an
improvement.- Capt. Dunhan of the brigtn,
Nellie Rice is leaving® his vessel here and
putting another man ia charge, Tae yellow
fever is not 0 bad now, but a great deal of
malaria is existing and this is nearly as fatal.
There was a new hospital openégd here a few
days ago and of ten persons sent there with
the fever but one recovered. Vhile writing
the above I just received another telegram
informing me of the death of Capt. Hastings.

opportunity. If the bill becomes law the
Admiralty will no doubt take action of some
kind in the prémises to rectify the anomaly
pointed out by the president of the Roard o
Trade in resnect to vessels of a line figurin|
in the British Naval Reserve sailing un
the American flug.
