We publish today a list of the candidates
8> for nominated for the next Domialon
election, Ia about one In four of the con.
stitaencles candidates have been selected on
one sideor the other,and in a few both
parties have thelr nominees In the field,
The opposition has shown more ackivity in
this business, but this is perhaps due to the
fact that In som2 $wo-thirds of the con-
stituencles the present representative iz a
minlsterialist, and enjoys the confidence {of
his previous supporters. It was once largely
the fashion for the representative to return
fo hls constituents and if ‘he desired to be a
candidate, and no strong objections were
made, it was taken for granted that he was
the cholce of the party, Buat a better custom
has grown up and it Is now regarded as the
right thing for a representative to receive
endorgement before offering himself as the
candidate of a party, N ominating con.
ventions are taking place every day In Oa.
tarlo, and a large number will be held during
this week,

In this province, only three government
candidates bave been gelected by conventions,
The constltuencles which they are to.contest
are all held by the opposition at present,
Candidates are yet to be provided for three
otherlentmowheld bygrits, Theseare Carle-
fon, Northumberland, and ons St, J. ohn’seat,
There are ten seats held by supporters
of the government. It cannot be positively
knowa that ali or any of theee will again be
in the field, This is & matter for the liberal
conservatives {n their respective counties,
and for the members themselves to decide,
The present is a good time to settle the
matfer. Elsotions may or may not take
place within a short time, but they will
come off, as elections always do, before the
people are entirely ready. The candidates
ought all to be chosen within the next few
weeks. Before election day 1t will no doubt
be found that they have not spent tco much
time in making the acquaintance of the
people, and ascertaining the requirements of
the country,

THE CLAIMS OF ST. J OHN.

The three representatives of St, John are
asked by the board of trade to proceed to
Ottawa and {impress upon the min.
Istry the fact that this olty should be
recoguized as ome of the winter ports of this
Dominlon, The resolation which was passed
at the meeting yesterday, and that which
the Hampton meeting affirmed, will be
brought before the government by this dele-
gatlon, and the claim of St, John will, no
doubt, be presented with all posaible force,
If is a strong clalm and should ‘be strongly
made,

The position taken by the postmaster
general, that the Short Line railway s not
completed and St. Jobn is not In & position
fo furnieh frelght sufficlent to em-
ploy a first class llne of weekly
steamers, would perhaps be sound if
1 were taken In reply to a requeat for an
Immediate service, But no such request
has been made, Nearly a year and a half
must pass before the proposed contract takes
effect, and before that time has gone by the
Short Line will be completed, ‘Whether
any considerable quantity of freight shall be
brought here by that route remains to be
reen, but It is obvlous that traffio oanmot
be kept away so effectively Inany other
way as by the establishment of a subsidized
line of steamers to a rival port, connected
by another line of rallway with western
Canada, The Dominion of Canada provides
$he traffic which the Allan steamers obtain

at Portland, and so long as that place re-
celves the advantage of a subaldized line of
steamers, while St. John does not, Canadlan
freight will naturally be drawn to Port.
land, and away from St, John,
It is a fact that Portland has been made
what it is by thls subsldy. The traffio,
which was at first 80 small that the Allan
steamers were obliged to come to St, John
to make out a cargo, has Increased enorm.
ously, The same thing, under similar
clrcumstances, would happen to St John,
Possibly the amonnt required as a gubsidy
would be larger for a time if St, J ohn were
substitated for Portland, bat after the im.
mense outlay which has been made to carry
out “the Canadian national ides,” we ocan
soaroely afford to abandon the principle for
the sake of saving a few thousands,

It 18 useless for the government to suggest
that the olaima of St, John will be met when
the port is in a position to make the thing
possible. Under the propossd contract mo
chaoge of ports It possible until 1898, and
that, we submit, Is tco long to walt,
A change of terms on which the delegation
should insist is one which will enable the
government to require the contractors to
make S§, John one of the ports for the win.
ter service of these mail boats, Halifax. being
the other, The government need not enforce
this provision until two conditions are met,
viz,, the Short Line connection, and the
Improvement of the harbor, Up to the time
these things are accomplished 1t may be
neceesary to ship Canadisn freight largely
by way ‘of Portland, But the instant that
the Short Line conneotion is completed,
the Dominlon will have no further need
of Portland as a winter port, and the
moment thereafter that this harbor is made
capable of accommodating large steamers
St. John should have regular steamshlp con-
nection with Great Britain,

NO RESIGNATION.

appears that the right persons are before the

court as parties, The pleadings have been
amended and an Issue Is jolned.

The reason given is scarcity of
rolling stock on the I, C. R. for the amount of
feeight to be transferred. The beef trade with
Great Britain from Westmorland has notbeenso
large this season as some other years, but H.
Humphrey srd one or two others started last
month with 230 cattle and 500 sheep for that
market, and were followed by the good wishes
of the farmers in this locallty, for without this
outlet for our beef things in that line would
look rather gloomy, 8t John seems to be
getting its supply of beef to a very large extent
outside of Westmorland,

There is considerable Quebec
butter on the market, which keeps the price
down, Some of this batter iz very good, while
some is of an inferior quality,and the latter, in
orderto find purchasers, issold at a lower rate
than given in the quotations, Ezgs have taken
another advance in price, but few are dieposed
to purchagers in large quantities, owing to the
doubtful quality. i
