Ykelihood been actvally cbtained by
Henry Cavendish more than a century
previously. But this ciscovery, strik-
ing though it was, is by no means the
moest remarkable of Lord Rayleigh’s
achievenments, and it is not even a very
important part of the foundations up-
¢n which his scientific reputation rests,
Indeed, if he had never made if, his
fame would not have been less than it
is now, Yet it affords an excellent il-
lusiration of two characteristics which
mark his scientific work.

In the 'second place, the isola-
tion of argon illustrates the extreme
accuracy and carefulness of his work.
The existence of argon was detected
solely through exact weighing.
“Wishing to test the so-called law
of Prout that the atomic weights of
the other elements are exact multiples
of that of hydrogen, Lord Rayleigh un-
dertook a long and laborious redeter-
mination of the densities of the prin-
cipal gaseous elements. When he came
to nitrogen he found that a given vol-
ume of what was supposed to be the
pure gas persistently weighed more
when it had been extracted from the
atmosphere than when it had been pre-
wared by chemical means from some
compound which contained it.

LONDON, May 8—Each day brings
evidences of the determination to give
the utmost possible distinction to the
Quebec celebration. Commander Sir
Charles Cust, R.N., will be in attend-
ance on the Prince of Wales. It is
expected Hon. Sir Ashton Gore Curzon
Howe will be in command of the fleet
which will receive the prince.
