The enlarged duplicates of three 
maps found on a German officer cap­
tured by the British gave the inti­
mate details of France, Belgium, Ger­
many, Galicia, Selesta, Hungary, Po­
land and Prussia also were Interest­
ing. There was also a copy of the 
London Times of 1806, giving the first 
news of the Battle of Trafalgar and 
the death of Nelson as it appeared in 
those days. This paper consists of 
four pages, whose sizes are -about one- 
quarter of the newspaper of our time. 
It is Interesting to mote the advertis­
ing matter.

The “Scrap of Paper” showing the 
signatures and seals 
France, Russia, Austria and Germany 
of the treaty signed in 1834, which 
certifies the independence and 
trality of Belgium was displayed 
along with maps of Europe, showing 
the forts as they stood at the begin­
ning of the war.

Through the kindness of Alex. Bert­
ram, chairman of the Shell Commit­
tee, eighteen pound shrapnels and 
eighteen pound high explosives with 
their component parts are exhibited. 
Other shells and their parts and blue­
prints of those made at McAvity’s 
foundry are also there.

Trophies such as bayonets, swords, 
knives, caps, helmets, knapsacks, lan­
ces and numerous other parts of the 
soldiers’ equipments and articles of 
war, found on the battlefields of Eu­
rope give a good example of modern 
warfare. They were picked up at the 
battles of "The Aisne,” •’Ypres.” 
“Champagne” and other less important 
places and belong to every nation 
now at war.

Some particulars of the career of 

the old 104th are written on neatly 
written cards as follows:

This historic regiment, the 104th, is 
worthy of more than passing notice 
to New Brunswick. Its total strength 
was 1,050. It had the distinction of 
having two bands of music. The offi­
cers and the rank and- file wrere all 
white men, except the pioneers anrl 
drummers who were great, strapping 
colored men. Those who are familiar 
with the composition of the old British 
regiments when stationed here will 
knowr that there was one able-bodied 
man at the head of each company, 
called a pioneer. *They were the only 
men in the regiment w’ho were allow­
ed to wear full beards. These men 
wore double cross-belts __ over their 
shoulders, to which were attached a 
large pouch on each side in which 
they carried an axe and pickaxe. The 
big drummer of the 104th was nearly 
seven feet high.

The 104th received its baptism of 
fire at Saekett’s Harbor on May 29, 
1813, when a British and Canadian 
force of 750 completely routed an Am­
erican force of 1,300. In this fight
