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John T. Hawke, proprietor of the
Moncton Transcript, has received a
letter from Gunner A, E, Stone, which
8 of interest to St. John people. In
part Gunner Stone's letter follows:

“No. 1 Canadian Genera! Hospital,
New Brunswick, Ward 11
“Btaples, Oct. 6, 1916, BEF,, France.

“Dear Mr. Hawke——No doubt you
have heand by this time that I have
been wounded.

“Just how it happened 1 do not re-
member. I know it was a very dark
and also wet night.

“We came on duty at six o’clock
Sunday night. The boys went over
the top in the morning and as usual
the artillery gave it to old Fritz good
and hot.

“All went well until about midnight.
The Germans were making a counter-
attack on Ginchy, so we got the S.0.8.
and were making our switch. I was
in front of our gun at the time. All
that I could remember was the report
of the explosion, I came to, on my
way here. I arrived here the following
night.

“l received more of a shock than

anything. It all happened so quickly
a8 it generally does out here. It
seems so good to be in a good bed

once again after months of sleeping in
the old trench—I got no sleep there
cn account of the mats. 1 understand
that our Sergt. Major wag killed and
several fothers wounded about the
same time as myself. We madé a
good name for ourselves and we got
plenty of hard work. Amny special tar-
get to be destroyed give it to the old
98th Battery. We are the boys and
get them every time.

“l am going along nicely now. It
will take some time for me to get
over the shock, but I expect to be
back with the boys before long.

‘l have met several Canadian sis-
wers, one from home, Miss Irene Bar-
ton, and a Sister Stamens from St.
John, and Miss Nicholson from Char-
lottetown. They are very kind to all
the boys, and my, they have to work
s0 Dhard since this push has taken
place I happened to be taken into
the New Brunswick ward, given by
the people of St. John, and I happened
to be put into a bed I knew the name
of so well, (Mrs. E. A. Smith), of St.
