And Promise Punishment and In-
demnity--The French Consyl Asks
for the Punishment First -- Dr.
Morrison Says the Note is Arro-
gant--Shanghai Rumors.

Paris, Oct. 19—The Havas Agency has
received the following despatch from Pe-
kin:

“The diplomatic corps has received a
joint note from Li Hung Chang and Prince
Ching saying that iv 1s time to end the

t situation and to treat for peace
and that the princes and ministers who
were accomplices of the Boxers will be
handed over to the courts to be judged
and punished according to Chinese law.

«In their quality of plenipotentiaries Li
Hung Chang and Prince Ching offer to
treat for peace and accept the principle of
indemnities for the legations destroyed.
The losses are to be estimated by dele-
gates of the powers.

«“European nations can be accorded fresh
commercial advantages on the old treaties
modified; but, as the requirements of the
powers vary, each power must formulate
its own.

The plenipotentiaries demand an im-
mediate cessation of hostilities because of
their offer and request an interview with
the Tsung Li Yamen for October 21.

“Replying to the note, M. Pichon, the
French minister, said that China, having
recognized that she has violated the law
of + . ~ms, was bound to accept, for that

To
whatever cause this attitude is due it is
a bad augury for the progress of the ne-
gotiations, which cannot be fruitful until
China has been’ taught her place.
Pichon has given her the answer her im-
pudénce deserves.”

How the Russians Took Mukden.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 18—The war office
has published further official advices re-
garding the advance to the occupation of
Mukden. These show that the. Russians
left camp at Liao Jan September 30. The
Chinese retired before them in disorder,
plundering and burning the villages as
they traversed them. The main body of
Chinese retired in the direction of Muk-
den, although large numbers moved east-
ward and westward.

At Jan Tai General Subbovitch, one of
the Russian commanders, learned the Chin-
ese authorities had deserted Mukden and
that their flight had been followed by
that of the Chinese troops, after pillaging
the town. He immediately dispatched a
flying column under Col. Artamonoff,
which after slight resistance occupied Muk-
den at 4 o’clock, p. m., October 2.

The Chinese had fired the mines and de-
The Russians
found all’the buildings belonging to Euro-
peans and native converts burning. The
imperial palace had been looted and par-
tially burned.

‘A few Chinese maintained a weak Tifle
fire in the streets, but soon retired. The
main body of the Russians occupied the
town in the course of the following day
and cleared out all of the remaining Chin-
ese troops. Considerable stores of war
material with some modern guns and rifles
were found.

Want Better Representation.

London, Oct. 18—The Manchester Cham-
ber of Commerce has sent a letter to
Lord Salisbury, urging that a special mis-
sion with a diplomat of the first rank
be sent to China to deal with British
interests there.

Germans Withdrawing from Shanghai.

Shanghai, Odt. 18—The Germans are
withdrawing their troops stationed here
and a transport is expedbed tomorTOW.

Shanghai Rumors.

London, Oct. 19.—Special despatches from
Shanghal recite numerous rumors in circu-
lation there. Among those are reports thuat
the heir apparent, Pu Chun, son of Prince
Tuan, ig dead, that Li Hung Chang has been
degraded on account of the surrender of Pao
Ting Fu and that Prince Tuan has got pos-
sesgion of the emperor's seal and is terror-
izing the Dowager.

Want Correspondents Arrested.

London, Oct. 19.—The Shanghai correspon-
dent of the Times, wiring yc.sterday, 8ays:

*“The Taotal has applied to the consuls to
arrest over 600 Chinese, who reside in the
foreign settlement, on a charge of conspiracy.
Those named include several well known
Chinamen, whose only crime is that they
possess progressive ideas.

“This demand is significant of the growing
influence of the anti-foreign party. The
fact that a tribute of rice is regularly ship-
ped up the Yang Tse Kiang proves that the
viceroys are still supporting - the Empress
Dowager.”’

Denounced Hon, Mr. Blair, Who
Has Done More for St. John
Than Any Man Who Ever Sat in
Parliament.

The City Hall, Carleton, held some 400
electors Trourseay vig t at s me-ting dreseed
by Hon. Geo. E. Foster and Dr, Stockton, in
their interests. Mr. A. C. Smith presided.
Mr. J. D. Hazen, M P, Dr Alward and Mr.
W. H. Thorne were among those on the plat-
form, The meeting was a good one and the
speakers were well received. Many Liberals,
to judge from those who remained seated
when cheers were called for, were among the
audlence. The hall was less than three-
quarters filled. Dr. Stockton spoke first and
went over practically the speech he madé
‘Wednesday night at Fairville.

Mr, Foster spoke over an hour and di-
rected his remarks mainly to the winter port
question. He went over ground formerly
covered—the building of the I. C. R. and the
building of the C. P. R. Short Line from
Montreal to St. John. Then he recounted
the inception of the winter port business.
He said that after the experimental year
(1895) it was the public policy of the Con-
servative government to make the service
permanent. But the Liberals came into
power and he charged that they did not make
it & permanent service, that steamer contracts
were delayed and that conseguently inferior
vesgels had to be accepted. He sald that
what St, John wanted and asked in interviews
with Mr. Shaughnessy and Mr. Blair was that
there be direct’ voyages, high class vessels,
subsidy contracts for from 5 to 10 years at
least, and an agreement between the C. P. R.
and I. C. R. He said that Mr. Blair had
expressed himself as agreed that subsidies
should be for three years at least and had
promised in May, 1899, to discuss an agree-
ment with the C. P. R.; that it was not il
December that this' agreement was made and
that Mr. Blair repudiated the agreement
three days after it wad made. But {he C.
P. R. had made its contracts meanwhile and
carried out the agreement. Mr. Foster said
that part of the agreement was that the
matter would be takes up again this season
Jooking to permanency but thdt as yet Mr.
Blair had made no mbtion towards this end
and the reason for it all was that Mr. Blair
could not give in to the C. P. R. The
speaker went into details of propositions of
C. P. R, to 1. C. R. relative to carriage by
the former road of fre'ght originating on
the I. C. R. He also spoke of the Grand
Trunk railway, claiming that the freight re-
celved by the I. C. R. from that rallway was
nauled to the seaboard at a loss. e gave
details of the government contract with the
Grand Trunk. He accused Mr. Blair of not
fulfilling his promises and closed by quoting
the words of Prophet Elijah to the worship-
pers of Baal seeking to malke them applicable
to the present sitaution.

The meeting promptly adjourned when Mr.
Foster finished his speech.

A crowd of probably 25 hoodlums collected
on the outskirts of the crowd at St. Mary’s
and undertook to prevent Governor Roosevelt
from making himself heard. They were par-
tially successful for a while despite the Gov-
ernor’s scathing shots at them. The town
and county are langely Republican, however,
and a crowd of McKinley men took a bhand
in the matter and quieted the disturbers.

The demonstration in this place is con-
ceded to be the biggest political affair in
the history of the state. Preceding two meet-
tngs there was a b.g parade, participated in
by marching clubs and rough riders.

The streets were lined with people. Gov-
ernor Roosevelt spoke first to 5,000 people
in the big wigwam and Wwas then hurried to
the auditorium, where he addressed an
audience of 2,000. Other speakers were Col.
Curtis Guild and Former Democratic Con-
gressman Byoum, of Indiana.

Col. Hall, secretary of the state committee,
says West Virginia is safely Republican.

Wondering About Von Buelow.
Berlin, Oct. 18—The retirement of Prince
Iohenlohe is, naturally, the principal
{heme of discussion here. The Agrarian and
Liberal press says the chancelorship has
practically long been vacant.

Mr. Cook Challenged to Give Proofs.

The Montreal Gazette of October 15 pub-
lishes the following letter from Sir Wilirid
Tadrier: - ;

To the Editor of the Gazette.

Sir—In the Gazette of this morning there
appears a telegraphic report of a meeting
held at Owen Sound, Ontario, in which
the following statement occurs:

“During Mr. Tucker’s address reference
was made to the manifesto of Mr. H. H.
Cook, and in reply Dr. Horsey claimed that
Mr. Cook had left his party because he had
been refused a senatorship.

“Mr. Tucker afterwards telephoned Mr.
Cook, and learned from him that the rea-
gon he had left his party was that Bir
Wilfrid Laurier and, other members of the
cabitiet, through an agent who was sent
specially to Toronto to interview Mr.
Cook, offered Mr. Cook a senatorship, and
stated that, owing to his long and useful
career in the Liberal party, he would re-
ceive it upon payment of $10,000.”

Commenting upon the above, you say
editoriglly:

“Mr. Cook was an old, prominent and
bard-working Liberal, and was to get his
seat at a bargain, for $10,000. What did
the unknowns pay? Who was to get
Mr. Cook’s $10,000, and what was fo be
done with it? These are questions that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier must answer personal-
ly. He is the head of the government that
named the senators. He personally advised
the governor-general when senators were
appointed. He cannot go to the country
on polling day with this charge unanswered
and with the senatorial toll taker unex-
posed and unpunished.”

I am not prepared to admit that a man
in public life should be answerable for
charges of this character, unless they are
supported by some kind of evidence, which
would give them color at first sight. I,
however, waive the right of ignoring such
an accusation, and I here and now make
the statement for myself and my colleagues
that there is not a shadow of foundation
in the charge of Mr. Cook; that I never,
directly or indirectly, through an agent or
otherwise, made any demand upon him for
any sum of money, big or small, or for
anything else.

I give the whole charge the most un-
qualified and emphatic denial, and I chal-
lenge the proof of the same.

MINERS HAVE NOT ACCEPTED

THE -OPERATORS’ OFFER.

The Ten Per Cent. Advance-- Wages to Come Out- of
the Reduction in the Price of Powder--Miners

Cannot Agree

to This Plan.

Scranton, Pa., Oct. 18—Representatives
of nearly all the big coal companies of
the region conferred here today and made
an agreement to amend the notices al-
ready pogied by attaching the following:

“In further explanation of the above
notice, ﬁhﬂs company desires to say that
it is ite intention to pay the advance in
wages above noted until April 1, 1801, and
thereafter until further notice.”

The following statement was issued to
the press:

“The representatives of the larger coal
companies after their meeting this after-
noon, stated in reply to inquiries, that
they had offered their men a ten per cent.
advance as indicated by the notices they
had posted; that this notice specifically
stated that the reduction of powder from
$2.75 to $1.50 would be considered in ar-
riving at the wages of their contract
miners. It was expected that when the
notices were posted that the offer was to
stand until April 1, and indefinitely there-
aﬁber,bqtinsmnmhasﬁhmseemstobé
some misunderstanding in this matter,
they have agreed to #dd to their notice
a clause to the effect that it is their inten-
tioh to pay the advince in wages until
April 1, 1901, and theretater until further
notice.”

Niational Prasident Mitchell, District
President T. D. Nicholls, District Secre-
tary John T. Dempéey, and National Or-
ganizer Fred L. Fletcher, of the United
Mine Workers, have all been quoted as
saying that the resolutions of the Scran-
ton convention contemplated a straight
advance of ten per cent., and that the
matter of having this increase made up
in part of a decrease in the cost of pow-
der, was not to be agreed to.
