Does Trust, was sung, after which
an eloquent address was delivered by
Rev. J. S. Qbffin, of the Megthodidt church,
in which he voiced * the universal sorrow
felt by the two great nations at the death
of so illustrious a, man as the late presi-
dent, and the sympathy toward the widow
left desolate by ‘the hand of an assassin.

Three Essential Points Stated by an
Experi d Beeman,

To rear good queens, equal to those

reared under the swarming impulse,

three essential points must be observ-
ed:

They must be reared from small
larvee. Those 12 to 24 hours old are
just right for the purpose. If bees are
given larva of all ages from which to
rear queens, some of the queens will
be almost worthless. Doolittle put:
the limit at.36 hours, but to be on thc
safe side T would advise the use of
larvee not more than 24 hours old; for
no queen hreeder will say that the
former are better than the latter.

The queen cells' must be built in full
colonies well supplied with young bees
The young bees do the nursing; therc
fore, it is necessary to have plenty of
young bees to feed the embryo queens
a large quantity of the royal food.
that strong, well developed ‘queens
may be produced.

They must be either reared during a
good honey flow or, in the absence of
this, liberal feeding must be practiced.
This is highly important and is the
only way in which we can rear good
queens after the honey season is over.

‘terider, is a ‘wealk kerosene cmulsion.

This should be sprayed on when the
Hee appear and repeated until they are
all killed. The emulsion is made by
dissolving a half pound of hard soap
or a quart of soft soap in:a gallon of
boiling water. Add to two gallons of
kerosene and agitate violently by
pumping through a feree pump. until
the mixture assumes the consistency
of cream. When a complete emulsion
has been made, dilute to 50 gallons. If
this injures the foliage, dilute still fur
ther, advises American Agriculturist.

An Important Question,

There was oite question asked at a
reecent horticultural convention whick
is ccertainly important—viz, Does the
(ree use of bordegux mixture tend to
vipen or lessen the keeping quality of
the apple, and does it tend to the early
maturity of the fruit?

The only reply was from a freit
arower of much experience and sue-
¢ems, who szid: “I have been spraying
with bordeaux mixture for three years:
previous to that with arscnites, and the
fruit kept much better than #t did dar-
ing the last throe years. It may have
been the condition of the weather that
made the difference.”

News and Notes. -

Of importact wheat growing coun-
tries threc alone—the United States,
nssia and India—preduce an impor-
tant exvess over their own.consump-
tive demands. Austria-Hungary is
also an exporter, but on a small scale.
France endeavors., with varying suc-
cess from year to year, to meet her
owp consumptive demands. Germany
and Italy are importers, the latter an
important customer on the Russiap
markets.

A spceies of digger wasp destroys
thie apple worm. The wasp is supposed
to paralyze the worm by stinging it.
It then lays eggs upon the worm, and
when these hateh the young larvoe

feed unca the worm, sucking the juice |

from the carcass and leaving only the
shriveled skin.

Soy beans, - which are produced at
the rate of 10 to 20 bushels per acre,
are a valuable feeding stuff, as they
are quite high in protein, and to some
extent take the place of such materials
as linseed meal in the ration.

The growth of free rural delivery
has been so rapid that two new postal
divisions have been created in order
to handle the business properly.

A California grower proposes a plan
to restrict the acreage of hops to be
harvested next fall and thus insure
more remunerative prices. Because
thhe industry is confined to limited
areas in four states American Agri-
cnlturist points out that the proposi-
tion is simpler than the cotton problem
and were hop growers to work in uni-
son it would stand a fair chance of
accomplishment.
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HOW WE MARKET FRUIT.

Why Not Accommodate the Consume
er?=A Hint From Foreigners,

A few weeks ago there came to my
place two bright young men from Bel-
gium, graduates from a university,
who had been traveling over our states
for six months visiting our transporta-
tion industries. They had money and
leisure and intended to locate here, and
they had decided that the fruit indus-
try offered the greatest inducement of
anything they had discovered in Amer-
ica. They criticised some of our meth-
ods. They said to me:

“One trouble is you place your stuff
in the market at any place at all,
whether it is overloaded or not, and
then, too, you put it in a barrel. If I

want to buy an apple, I buy two for |

b or threc for 10 cents. I pay $10 a
barrel at that rate, but I can buy the
wliole barrel at $1.75 to $2. Baut if you
are staying at a Lotel you don’t have
any room fer that much. You force

. a family to buy a barrel, and the way

they have of living in flats and all that
sort of thing you have no place to put
them unless they are put under the
bed, and that is not a gocd place to
put apples. Aml then if you buy a
small quantity you pay an extrava-
gant price.”

It seems to me the one great business
point in our fiuit market teday is the
Iack of putting the fruit up properly.
that our peach package of five-eighth
or one-half* bushel' is pretty large for
family consumption, therefore they are
duinped on the stands.’ A member of
the family goes and buys a quart or
two and thinks he has done Lis duty.

We curtail the consumption: of our

'fraits when we put them in a. basket

so'large that it has to be broken. = We
may also curtail it by using too smali
a basket. The question to be tliought’
out and planned out is the largest pos-
sible limit we c¢an sell onr productions.
I have spoken to you about the neces-
sity of growing fine fruit. There is not
going to be any room in'a littie while
for the man who grows inferior fruit
nor for the man who packs fruit dis-
honestly or carelessly, says J. H. Hale
of Connecticut.

IInlesia or Silver Bell Trec.

Halesia tetraptera. popularly known
as snowdrop or silver bell tree, so call-
ed because of the rescmblance of its
flowers to the crdinary snowdrop, is
one of our prettiest shrubs or low
growing trees for large lawus or parks.
It is of a low spreading habit, blos-
séming profusecly in April or May.

Its pure white pendent flowers are
about five-eighths of an inch in length
and hang in clusters on last year’s
growth. The leaves are about the size
of those of the syringa, of a fine
healthy color without gloss, says
Ainerican Agriculturist.

A Useful Climbing Shrub,

Lycium. chinense (Chinese Matrimo-
ny vine) is a graceful climbing shrub
which is very useful for covering rocks,
stumps of trees or anything else where
a tall growing vine is not required.
Neither the leaves nor flowers are par-
ticularly ornamental, but the graceful
habit of the plant commends it, to-
gether with the fact that in the autumn
the bright scarlet fruit gives it a very
attractive appearance, There is a va-
riety, macrocarpum, which is an im-
provement on the ordinary form in
that the fruit is Iarger and hence more
conspicuous.

Oleo and Process Butter,

It is asserted that the renovated or

process butter can be readily and sure-
ly detected by placing a small piece on
a glass plate and pressing it to a thin .
film with a cover glass. It gives outa
mottled appearance of blue and yellow
under a microscope with a selenite
plate, while with butter freshly made
there was only a plain blue appearanee..
The yellow appearance was due to fat
crystals formed by heating and cooling
during the renovating process. Norrnal
butter has no crystals. Oleomargarine .
shows the crystallized appearance evem
more plainly* than the renovated but-

_ter, which is due to the lard and tallow

in it, as those substances crystallize
easily. Out of over 250 samples of
alleged butter tested in this way 58
showed signs by crystallization of hav«
ing been melted and cooled again, and
most of these they were able to trace
back to the renovating factories. While
other tests were used on some of the
samples this seems to be the most
reliable.—~American Cultivator.

Summer and Winter Dairy Rations,
My dairy herd consists of 12 Jersey
cows. My summer ration for butter
is pasture, with corn and oats, twe
quarts morning and evening. My win-
ter ration is plenty of good hay, with .
corn, oats and middlings in equal parts.
Corn fodder or oat chaff makes ex-
cellent rough feed if dampened with
warm water. I°‘do not keep my cowsa
out of doors all day, as they become
chilled, and a shrinkage of milk wil}
always resuit.—Allen J. Kostter,
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
