Lying on the bed in Ben Gee’s one-room
house at Holmesville, the house at whose
door she received her death wound, the
girl’s life has slowly ebbed while in Wood-
stock jail her slayer paced his cell await-
ing the result of his action. *“if Mally
dies, you can take me out to the mearcst
tree and hang me,” he is reported to have
said. “I'll be ready to swing.”

Hundreds of people have visited the
scene of the sheoting and the morbidly
curious have sought for the smallest bit
of talk or incident that would tend to
gratify their desire. <lhe history of the
family has been recalled, the home hes
been ecriticized, the stories of the card
playing, drinking and shooting have been
told over and over again and now the tale
of death, the searchmg of witnesses by the
coroner and jury wili wvccupy people s col
versation until the séene will  shift to
Woodstock where George Gee will be be-
fore the authorities.

Dr. Commins, of this place,
ccroner, when death had ceme empanelied
a jury composed of Patrick Corbett, Al-
fred Giberson, Mathew ohan, Robert
Squires, Jchn MceCready. Theo. Curry and
Caleb Green. 'They went to Holmswville
and viewed the body of the murdered girl
as it lay on the bed in Ben Gee's houso.
The inquest was then adjourned until 2
o’clock tomorrow afterncon, when Dr.
Commins will begin the taking of evidence
at the BExchange Hetel, here. Dhe funeral
of the murdered girl will ne held tomor-
row. At 6 o'clock tonight Dr. Commins,
assisted by Dr. Brown, conducted a. post
mortem examination. Sherifi Fester and
Constable Dyer were present in their offi-
cial capacity.

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Knew the Gee Family.

There e a gentleman re<ding on the
west eide who, for nearly tweaty years,
lived in Carleton county, and knew, in a
general way, the Gee family, to whom in-
terest 8 wtiached by reason of last Sun-
day morning’s anurder.

The Gees, dic asserts, are not unduiy

delicate or sensitive. They are old settlers
in the country. Yeare ago certain British
soldiers were disbanded in this provinee.
They belonged to a regiment that had been
recruited from United Kingdom prisoners.
They were grantcd lands in Carleton coun-
ty, and among. there soldier-settlers were
saveral hear'ng the name of Gee. The Gees
have been cn the inerease from the Aroos-
took to Grand ¥ulls ever since. They grew
in numbens. The father of the youth who
is held on the charce of murdering his
cous'n was, so it is alleged, connected with
an ol time Carleten affair, which resulted

the member dor Carleton would only re-
duce the money collected by the percent-
age of eost of collecting it and not make
it mnecessary to pay for its collection out
of the county contingent fund.

Mr. Hazén—With regard to the amount
of money to be expected is ‘the sole re-
sponsibility for expending the money on
the superintendent? ]

Hon, Mr. LaBillois—The superintendent
will expend the money as he is ordered
by the public works department.

Hcw the Money Will Be Divided.

Mr. Flemming—How will the money be
divided? ;

Hon, Mr, LaBillois—Each superintend-
ent will be required to furnish a report
as the meeds of his distvict and the chief
commissioner will decide as to the
amount, required. This statement applies
to the government grant. The parish road
wmoney will remain in the county treas-
urer’s hands to the credit of the parish
until it is ended. The byeroad money,
empunting to $70,000 a year will be in one
fund and the department will divide it
a@s ‘the ;meeds of each county requires.

Mr. Clarke—On what basis is the money
now divided ?

fon. Mr. LaBillois—It is divided on an
oldsgystem which has been long in opera-
tion but which I do mot think is just. We
desire to divide the money in a manmer
more equal to the several counties.
Winter Roads.

On section 46 providing for winter roads
being read Mr. Morrison said he did not
see why they should mot be looked after
by the superintendent in the same man-
ner as summer roads.

Mr. Burden agreed with this view and
said if the system was not changed it
would throw the burden of keeping the
roads open on a few people so many, be-
ing at work in the woods.

Mr. Hazen—It was quite as necessary
to have improved roads in winter as in
summer and if the law remains as it is
there will be no improvement for in many
places the law is now a dead letter. This
bill throws the whole burden of keeping
up winter roads on the municipalities, al-
though ¢he entire control of the roads i3
taken out of their hands. Winter roads
showld be looked after by the superin-
tendent and if his district is too large for
him to attend to personally he should
divide it into sub-districts, each under a
compeatent man.

.Hon, Mr. Labillois—This is, mo doubt,
one of the most important sections in the
bill. He was afraid that if the superin-
tendent had to pay out money for keep-
ing the winter roads open there would be
very little lefit for summer roads. There
might be a provision requiring each man
to give three days work on winter roads
and after that the supérintendent could
pay for any additional work that was re-
qujred.

Mr. Smith said he had referred to this
seotion a few days ago. As the principle
of the bill 'was against the continuance of
gtatute labor the only proper way wasy to
mave this work done by the superintend-
ent. The same machinery that repaired
the roads in summer could keep them
open in winter.

Machines Favored for Clearing Winter Roads

Afr. Tweeddale thought the system of
valling out men to break roads in winter
was an antiquated system and should not
be continued, e would retain one-third

. of the road fund to be expended on win-

ter roads. There were machines available
at a trifling cost by means of which roads
could be kept opened. He thought also that
provision should be made for properiy
housing the maciines used on the road.
Hon. Mr. Tweedie said he was rather
juclined to agree with the member for
Victoria that it would be best for the
guperintendent to take qver  the winier

réads. He did not think the present law

-as satisfactory.

Hon. Mr. Hill could hardly agree with
the idea of devoting so large an amount
to winter roads. In Charlotte there was
only danger from drifts about two months
in the year and it must be remembered
that whiie the money expended on winter
roads had only @ temporary effect that

{ on summer roads was permanent.

Mr. King agreed with the member from
Charlotte and thought that it would be
impossible for one superintendent to at-
tend to all the roads in winter in a large
parish such as Sussex. It would take ail
the money that could be collected to keep
the roads open. As the matter was in
charge of the superintendent no man
would claim that the xoad should be kept
open for lhis convenience.

Mr. Tweeddale—My opinion is that one-
third of the fund collected should be ex-
pended on avinter roads. It is not my de-
sire. however, 1o increase the tax, but the
people are clamoring for better winter
roads. 1 think two-thirds of the fund ex-
pended on repairs will do more good than
satute labor.

Mr. King—I would like to have some
definite 'mowledge in regard to how
much one-third of the fund would be. I
know in my county this method would not
be satisfactory. No one superintendent in a
parish could look after the breaking out
of roads unless the country is thickly set-
tled. In winter it is 'highly important to
have the work done immediately, whercas
in summer it is not.

Mr, Tweeddale—1 think a superintend-
ent could clear out ten miles of road in
a day with a snowplow.

Mr. King—I am satisfied they could not
clear five miles a day through tome Kings
county roads.

Mr. Morrissey—It is doubtless the ob-
ject of the act to provide better roads
and 1 think it would be well to put the
superintendent in ,charge dor the whole
vear, in winter and summer. Get good
men and pay them well and they will do
efficient work. 1t is almost impossible 0
take men away from home and call out
old men who are home to work. There
ought to be a provision made for the
opening of roads through the fields in
winter.

Mr. Osmen—{ think the important ques-
tion is whether the superintendent ov
council shall have power o appeivt men
to break the roads. There is no guestion
but that the superintendent shou!d have
the power which wonld save considerable
money. ‘The government imight also con-
sider the propriety taking measures to
have the old fences replaced by wire oncs
which weuld prevent drifting.

Mr. Legere—Ihe preseat sy-tem of keep-
ing open the roads is highly satisfuctory
and should mot be changed. As 1 under-
stand the new law it provides one super-
intendeat for each disvrict. One man cn
not do the work and the expenses weuld
be great. There is no complaint at pros-
ent and 1 feel sure the people would op-
pose = change.

fon. Mp. Dunn--It is very essential to
keep the winter roads open but the drift-
ing is not a very sericus matter. especially
when. wire fences are used. There are
only about two months when the roods
are blocked and generally it is in certain
places on the road. The superintendent
could he appeinted to look after these
places and new fences might be crecte:d
there.

AMr. Carpenter—The priucipal feature ot
the new bill which eommends itseil to me
is the centralizing of the whole business.
It the superintendent is appointed to lvok
after the roads and has all the fuads
his eontrol there would be more satisfac-
tion.

Hon. Mr. Sweeney— We cannct do bet-
ter than leave the ese of winter voads
as it is at present. ‘1 know in \Westmor-
land county it would oe impossible for one
superinterdent to look after a witole par-
ish containg as much as 160
