The minister of railways addressed the
meeting and was well reccived.

HEAVY SNOW STORM i

RAGING THROUGHOUT |
GREAT BRITAIN

P

London, Dec. 96—Christmas of 1906 will be
memorable for the heaviest snow storms the
United Kingdom has experienced in many
years. In the northern co.inties of Eng and

'and in Scotland, the snow was accompanied
| by great gales.

There was an average fall of
from four to Six inches which, under heavy
gales, drifted badly and worked serious h.nd-
rance to locomotion of all kinds and incon-
venience to holiday-makers. It snowed
again tonight, but not so hard, excepting in
the Liverpool district, where a flerce blizzurd
is raging and the inlications are that the
severe weatlier will continue.

There were many smmall wrecks along the
coasts, but no gerious loss of life is report-
ed. The crews of nearly all the wreckel ves-
sels were rescued by life boats. Almost all
the shipwrecked men had terrible experiences
and were comp'e ely exhausted before be ng
brought to land. The steamer Hazeldene
struck a rock and sank off Cloughey.  Life-
hoat nfen succeeded in rescuing the crew af-
ter an exciting experience. Another life-

| poat made a similar rescue of the crew of the

schooner Ringleader, wrecked off Dungeness.
