assembled have passed an Act entitled " An Act to carry into effect
" a Treaty between the United States and Great Britain," signed on
the Fifth Day of June One thousand eight hundred and fifty-four,
which Act was approved on the Fifth Day of August One thousand
eight hundred and fifty-four, by which Act it is among other things
provided, that whenever the President of the United States shall
receive satisfactory Evidence that the ~Imperial Parliament of Great
Britain, and the Provincial Parliaments of Canada, New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia, and Prince Edward's Island have passed Laws on their
Part to give full Effect to the Provisions of the said Treaty, the said
President is thereby authorized to issue his Proclamation declaring
that he bas such Evidence, and thereupon the Provisions of the said
Treaty shall go into effect, and be observed on -the Part of the
United States: And whereas the Legislatures of the Colonies afore-

said have respectively passed Laws to carry the said Treaty into
operation; nainely, an Act passed by the Legislature of Canada,
