is of no consequence whether such fees were paid by the student or
by someone in his b‘ehalf. However, such deduction can be claimed
only by the student filing the return and not by a parent or other-

wise.
This provision has significance only in the following circum-

stances:
(1) Where the student concerned earned in excess of $1,000

in the taxation year and has T4 slips from one or more employers
evidencing such earnings.

(2) Where the student wouldT
normally be claimed by a parent
as a dependent, but is disquali-
fied by having an income in ex-
cess of $950.00 for the year. The
point here is that by employing
the deduction of tuition fees, the
student’s income may be reduced
to less than $950.00, thereby
enabling the parent to claim the
statutory deduction for a depend-
ent son or daughter attending
university.
Any student whose earnings
were in the above categories,
may call at the Business Office
after February 15th, and a cer-
tificate will be given showing the
amount of tuition fees which may
be claimed as a deduction.
It should be emphasized that
only tuition fees may be claimed.
The cost of books, SRC fees,
residence fees, are not permitted
as a deduction.
Students may claim as a de-
duction in their 1961 tax re-
turns, the total academic fees for
1961-62, or at their option, half
the 1961-62 fees, and thus re-
serve the balance of the current
term fees as a deduction when
filing their 1962 tax returns next
year. This latter option should
be employed by students who
were in attendance in 1960-61
for the reason that this legislation
is effective from January
1961, and the tax authorities will
permit the tuition fees for the
second term of the 1960-61 year
as a deduction.

In other words, a student may
use as 2 deduction from his 1961
tax return, the fees relating to
the second term of 1960-61, and
the fees relating to the first term
1961-62 year. However, i}
