Hanley added that 

“Interaction would have to 
apply for Federal and private 
grants because the expected 
provincial funding alone, would 
not be sufficient to continue the 
program in its present form.”

Hanley stated that “a staff 
reduction is possible for 
financial reasons as well in an 
attempt to streamline the 
operation as needs and com­
munity conditions change.” 
However, he was quick to point 
out that this would not 
necessarily mean a reduction in 
the program. Hanley explained 
that the recent decrease in drug 
crisis situations (i.e. freakouts, 
overdoses) has meant that the 
staff can spend more time on 
the street rather than in the 
building. This streetwork is an 
attempt to help first-hand with 
the problems of young people.

Hanley extends a special 
invitation for Dal students to 
drop in and discuss their ideas, 
problems and experiences with 
the staff. The centre is located 
behind the Pathology 
laboratory and can be reached 
by entering the VG parking lot 
off South Street. The hours are 
Monday to Friday, 9 a.m. to 6 
p.m. for counselling, in­
formation and medical treat­
ment. In addition, Med-Aid is 
open one evening a week 
(Wednesday or Thursday) at 
which time a doctor is present. 
Drug Crisis is open seven days a 
week from 9 a.m. to 2 a.m. with 
one staff member on until 7 a.m. 
to handle emergencies.
