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“Above all, Canada amongst thé 
self-governing nations of the Em­
pile has a position and mission 
like no other. If she can rise to 
the highest view of her destiny she 
will work deliberately and steadily 
to harmonize her intimate Neigh­
borhood to thw United States with 
her membership in the British Em­
pire and draw the two systems into 
a working fellowship which wuuld 
lead tho world.”

Reason For Victory.
"The constitutional issue had 

singularly little effect on the re­
sult of the Canadian general elec­
tion while the customs scandal 
seems to have aroused only meagre 
interest,” the Sunday Times says 
in an editorial. “The Liberals 
were elected,” it continues, “not 
because of any fundamental issue 
of Imperial relationship, but be­
cause they were clever in avoiding 
three-cornered contests and be­
cause they promised the electorate 
certain definite material advant­
ages.
