Before an embassy can attempt to fulfil any of these responsibilities, of 
course, it must be set up and kept running smoothly; this is the function of the 
administrative officer and his staff. While the tasks of administration are essen­
tially the same in our missions abroad as they are in government operations in 
Canada, the problems will often be quite dillerent. (There can hardly be many 
office buildings in Canada that have to be protected against water buffalo scratch­
ing their backs against the foundations !)
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
