| Vegetables That Are Benefit-
ed by Freezing.

t is known by most gardeners that
cabbage. parsnips, turnips, salsify,!
and carrots are not injured by frecz-
ing, provided they thaw out while in!
\'mH.u‘L with the earth or but it
fact ‘that certain winte
vegetables are not at their best until
they have been frozen hard at least
once while in the ground. Parsni
and salsify especially, should
tho ground until there h heen
weather cold enough to freeze several
inches, then the roots may be dug and
stored in an open pil and covered
with dirt. The covering may be
sufficiently heavy to prevent further;
freezing if it desired o into
them during the winfer, but it will
do no harm if covercd only a few|
inches that they will fiveze andl
thaw several times. They will be of!

etter texture and flavor by having
frozen.

The Mayflower’s Flag.

During the propzi' tions for celehrat-
ing the tercentenary of the sailing of
the Pilgrims it has been discovered
that the painting of the Mayflower in
the Hovses of Parliament deplcts the
ship flying the modern Union Juck.
The present Union Jack did not ceme
fute existence until 1801, at the time
of the union of Ireland with Great
Brituin, when the cross of St. atrick
was added to the British flag.

In many ways the saillug of the
Mayflower was an cevent in Fngland’s
history, but how different that history
would have been had the example of
the Pilgrims been followed by certain
other men who had made up their
minds to join Willlam Brewster and
his companions! Wearted by civil
and religious strife in England, Oliver
Cromwell and John Hampden were
preparing to set out for America, when
Archbishop Laud procured an order
from Charles I. forbiading them to
leave. That proclamation of May 1,
1638, declared that the King, being in-
formed thut many persons went yearly
to New Englund to escape ecclesiasti-
cal authority, ordered that no one

It was this same C'Marles I, who, in
1634, issucd anothey proclamation for-
{ hiddivg any | at royal ships to fly the
Union Juck--the old flag of the Eng-
fsh and Scottish crosses. Queen Anne,
in 1707, ovdered merchant ships to fly |
a red flag with the Union Jack in a
canton at the upper corner thereof.
