On the contrary, during the course of
1849 we have sees insurrections at Dbeadrn, 
Genoa, m the dukedom ef Bodaa, Skily, and at 
Florence. But these outbreaks, though seriously 
afibrting the various countries in whSfc they oc- 
enrred, were of trivial insert whan nstenawd with 
the torn bis ravilUrnssi raosunssmt sf lfiSA h 
was in 1842, however, that the formal depoation 
of the Pope became known to the world; when a 
dynasty which had reigned for 1048 years came 
suddenly to a cloee, and a Constitutional Asaetn- 
bly was summoned to rule in its steed ; that the 
whole of Italy became convulsed with the great 
change, and the still greater hope 
Which that change encouraged j—that France, in 
a dishonourable spirit, thrust herself between the 
Roman people and their purpose, and finally van­
quished the nation the protected she canto to pro­
tect. We have seen within the leet twelve 
months the commencement and the termination 
of the second war between Sardinia and Austria, 
when after a three days’ rampaip 
army was utterly routed at Navaraby 
Radetxky.
