From year to year the progress sccms
to be bat little, but when periods of
ten, fifty or one hundred are taken into
consideration the advancement marked
is ofttimes truly wonderful, A few
weeks ago we acknowledged the receipt
of an old slmanac, bearing date 1820,
and coosequently just sixty-one years
old, In comparing it with Belcher's
Farmers' Almanac for the ycar 1890,
we find the contrast most striking,
Sixty years in the history of a country
is but a small matter, yet how wonder-
ful has been the progress of Nova
Scotia during these last sixty.
