COAL.—Coal mining rights may be leased

or company. A royzity at the rate of five
l cents per ton shall be collected on the mer-
| cbantable coal mined.

QUARTE.—A person eighteen years of age,
or over, having dlscovered mineral in place,
may locate a clalm 1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recordicg a claim is $5.

At least §100 must be expended on the
claim each year or paid to the mining re-
corder In lieu thereof. Wlen $500 has been
| expendad or paid, the locator may, upon hav-
ing a survey made, and upon complying with
other recuirements, purchase the land at §1
Der acTe.

‘The patent provides for the paymeut of a
royalty of 2i¢ per cent. on the sales.

Placer mining clalms generally are 10
feet square; entrance fee, $5; renewable

An epplicant may obtain two leases to
dredge for geld of five miles each for a term
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion
of the Minister of the Interior.
