These remarks___
called forth by the expression of astonish­
ment at the appearance of the esplanade of 
the beautiful little bay at this place. From 
the railway junction at Allendale to the 
town of Barrie there Ufa no lose than 
teen large ioe-housee constructed and 
filled to overflowing with regularly out 
cakes, oa which «peculators anticipate a 
paying return when the “dog days’’ 
■et in. The unusual display of 
roughly constructed sheds, some two 
hundred fast hi length and about 
one hundred in breadth, as seen from the 
train at Allendale as it whirls rapidly 
round the curve of the bay, has a novel 
and striking appearance. The first im- 
pieeeion forced to the mind is that of the 
rise of one of those “ mushroom ” villages, 
such as could be seen almost any day 
when “ Oil was king "• in the oil regions of 
Pennsylvania. There, as here, rough 
board dwellings were hurriedly run up, 
wherever a rich strike was made, to be re­
moved when the well gave out Htfo, the 
temporary structures will he allowed to 
stand until the last block of loe 
is carried over the Northern and North- 
Western Railway to American cities, 
where the speculators live In hopes of a 
good demand and a good price. All ap­
peared to be bustle ana activity ; gangs of 
men were to be seen out on the ice follow­
ing the iee-ploughe drawn by horses ; other 
gangs of men floated the ice in in large 
cakes, while still other gangs were en­
gaged in placing it under shelter.

“ You think it a busy soene,’’ remarked 
Captain Kerr, “but if you had been here 
two or three weeks ago you would have 
seen a human hive. Why, sir, at one 
time there could not have been leas then 
500 persons at work cutting and packing 
ice, to say nothing of the scores of 
horses required to draw the ploughs. 
Unemployed men were eagerly matched up, 
and set to work et fair wages—$1.25 per 
day. Barrie labour could not supply the 
demand, and men were brought from 
Orillia, Collingwcod, Stayner, and other 
places along the line of the railways.”

*’ Had the speculators to purchase the 
right of cutting ?” was asked.

“ No. They could out and haul where 
they pleased. Although there were a 
number of speculators, everything worked 
harmoniously. One man would map or 
cut out a certain section within which he 
would work, and none of the others would 
infringe on his territory. The Northern 
Bail way Company started the ball rolling, 
and they were aeon followed by American 
■peculators from Boffslo, Cleveland, Cin­
cinnati, as well as Canadian operators, 
notably the Grand Trunk Bail way Com- 
p*ny.”

“I suppose the Northern and North- 
Western Railway had all they eould do In 
the way of carrying ice freight ?”

“Indeed they had. What a scramble 
there used to be after empty box oars 1 
There must at this moment be thousands 
of tons of Lake Simooe ice in store at New 
Orleans.”

“ The financial benefit to Barrie must 
have been great ?”

“If there has been one dollar spent, 
there can’t be one cent less than $40,000, 
the greater part of which went in wagee.

A 
gang of men will be set to work at once 
to take out 20,000 tone, which have been 
sold to a Cleveland firm for $9.25 per ton.

SAVED BY HIS CHILD.

He looked about, and wring 
the smoke from the gun went to the spot whence 
it proceeded, » distance ef net more than twenty 
yards, where he found Litton lying behind a stump, 
lie asked his «malien» why he had fired at 
him, when Litton drew a revolver from hia pocket 
and fired a shot at Golding, who picked up a stick 
and struck him with it. Litton then struck Goldin* 
with hia gnu, partially stunning him. The men 
then closed and had a dee;crate struggle, in which 
Litton secured the advantage, but a nine-year-old 
eon of Golding, who had been near hie father, inter­
fered and decided the straggle In his father’s favour 
by pulling Litteo. I,'pan which Golding overcame 
hia antagonist by giving him several blows.

FOREIGN SUGAR BOUNTIES.
On the 16th an influential deputation, 

comprising delegates from the several 
trades connected with the home and col- 
onlal sugar industries throughout Great 
Britain, waited upon Lord Sandon at his 
official residence. Mr. Peter MoStay, in 
introducing the deputation, stated that, 
owing to the foreign sugar bounties paid 
by foreign Governments on exported sugar, 
the British trade in that article wee being 
annihilated. At the present moment over 
five millions of capital was looked up in 
Idle sugar refineries, end England was pay­
ing nearly twelve millions sterling a year 
to foreigners for an article which she eould 
produce at home under proper arrange­
ments. Taking those oironmstanoes into 
consideration, he thought that a counter­
vailing duty of something like £2 4s. per 
top should be levied. They did not went 
reciprocity or protection. Their whole 
aim was to have fair free trade. The 
foreign bounties paid by the several Gov­
ernments abroad amounted to between £3 
and £5 per ton, end that allowed the 
foreign manufacturera to sell in the 
British markets at leas than prime 
cost. Lord Sandon, In replying to 
the deputation, said that he had 
listened to every word that had been said 
with the deepeit interest, and he might add 
also that the Government were deeply 
sensible of the extreme Importance of the 
questions which had been railed. It wan a 
very and thing to see that the sugar opera­
tives had been suffering as they had done, 
and no doubt were continuing to do, owing 
to the lose of the sugar trade. He had often 
looked at the sugar Industries of this 
country jrith a pardonable national 
pride, for it was one of those industries 
which had hitherto given work to many 
thousands of the beet olaee of our artisans. 
Although, of course, he could not apeak on 
behalf of the Cabinet, but simply for him­
self, still he might » ay that he hoped and 
trusted that the Parliamentary Committee 
whioh had been appointed to inquire into 
the question would again resume Its 
laboura on the sugar bounties at the very 
first opportunity after the assembling of 
the new Parliament. They would then be 
able to complete the evidence which they 
had commenced to tike. They would then 
produce their report. Of course, much de­
pended upon the report of the committee 
as to the tutors line of action to be taken, 
but he himself was entirely of opinion 
that the time had arrived for 
thoroughly lifting the whole matter to 
the bottom,- in order to see whether 
something could be done to resuscitate the 
declining sugar trade. The committee 
whioh had been appointed was a thorough­
ly repreeentotive'one, and It was presided 
over by a most able chairman. He was a 
man who was thoroughly acquainted with 
the whole details of the rase, and while 
they were in hie bauds they were sure not 
only to have a thoroughly exhaustive re­
port, but one based upon fair play; There 
could be no doubt that the sugar trade had 
been almost paralysed, and, therefore, he 
would repeat that it would be the duty of 
the next Government to seriously take the

The appointment of Sir Garnet Wolae-

ASSAULT ON PROCESS-SERVERS.
At the Castle bar Assizes on the 17th 

several prisoners, convicted of riot and of 
assaulting process-servers in the county 
Mayo, but recommended to mercy, were 
put forward to receive sentence. Baron 
Fitzgerald commented upon the character 
of the illegal combination in whioh they 
were engaged, and Slid he would take into 
consideration the recommendation ol the 
jurors, but It was necessary to inflict euoh 
a punishment as would deter others from 
placing themselves in the eame unfortunate 
position. He sentenced two of the men in 
the first batch of twelve to twelve months' 
imprisonment with hard labour, and others 
to six months’ hard labeur ; two women to 
six months, and the rest to three months’ 
imprisonment with herd labour. The sen­
tence was received with loud wailing in 
the court and among the friends of the 
prisoners outside. A party of boys was 
then put forward, and Baron Fitzgerald, 
observing that they had probably been in­
stigated by others, sentenced them to two 
months’ imprisonment, and at the expira­
tion of that time to find securities for their 
good behaviour.

A NIHILIST PRISON,
Cleans; Quarters as*Hard T vestment— 

a oil where a Prfneeas Perished— 
Provisions far the liar’s Safety.

The Paris correspondent of the London 
Telegraph writes : “ A short account of 
the celebrated casemates of the Fortress o' 
St. Peter and St. Paul, in which the Ni­
hilists are confined immediately after their 
arrest, will, I doubt not, be perused with 
interest by your readers. The writer, a 
St, Petersburg correspondent, obtained 
aoosra to the casemates by a special order 
from one of the Grand Dukes. The case­
mates are hollowed out under the Neve, 
and directly under the ramparts. Their 
only window, e little aquere hole protected 
by a thick barred grating, rises but e few 
inches above the level of the river. At 
stated distances there are iron doors 
opening into halle filled with senti- 
nels who with loaded rifles and fixed 
bayonets, keep watch and ward over the 
unhappy tenants of the cells which 0| 
upon them. As for the tiny prisons, 
are very narrow quarters, square, 
stone «rails end floors, and fearfully damp, 
the water constantly dropping about in all 
directions. A chair, a table, and a pallet 
ef white «rood form the only furniture. 
One of the pallets was found to be covered 
with » bed of straw horribly foul, but even 
this, poor luxury as it was, must be con 
eidered an exception. The visitor wai 
allowed entrance to a few of the cells. 
Their tenants were pale ; they rose as he 
entered, according to order, but regarded 
Rim with a fixed look of despair. The 
writer wae shown the famous cell in whioh 
waa incarcerated the Princess Tarakanova, 
daughter of the Empress Elizabeth, who 
fell a victim to her rival the Empress 
Catherine IL, grandmother of the present 
Czar. This unhappy woman perished in 
the cell under the most dramatic dr cum 
stances. The Neva, swollen by,the melted 
enow, suddenly rose, and the rushing 
torrent, dashing with overwhelming 
strength against the tiny window, broke 
in and lillpd the cell with water. 
The Princess was drowned. The 
cells of the greet State criminals 
ere lined with mattresses, and rings of iron 
are placed in the «rails, to whioh many of 
them are bound when they are not strait 
waiatooated. The guide informed the 
irriter, among other things, that these un­
happy men were asked «▼!_ '*
hour if they «rare present. Whenever they 
failed to reply, they were barbarously 
punished.

From the report of Mr. Somerset, Inspec­
tor for County of Lincoln, it appears that 
there are only two teachers holding first 
clara certificates, and that almost 60 per 
oenk of the whole number are third class.

The Irish Teacher’s Journal, to referring 
to the last Ontario school report, says that 
the style of examination pursued to this 
Prtmnce is superior to the Irish system 
which is based on “ acquisitions of mem­
ory.”

The 1st section of the Public School 
Amendment Act of 1880 allows the trustees 
the power to open the schools on the 3rd 
instead of the 18th August. No Govern­
ment or municipal allowance, however, is 
made for the additional two «reeks.

Regulations have been issued by the 
Minister ofEdtfaation which tend to conseil- 
date and harmonize the various parts of the 
Provincial educational system. Thepracti- 
cal result seems to be that the Toronto 
Normal School «rill be relieved from the 
necessity of ' continuing its first division, 
and directs all the teaching force towards 
the Instruction of candidates for second 
class certificates. They provide for the 
ranking by the Educational Department 
of a man having passed out of hie first 
year with honours in either classics, 
mathematics or modem languages, in To­
ronto University or any Pro; facial 
University «rith a “ curriculum of equal 
stacdsnd ” as one who has passed the non- 
professional examination for first class cer­
tificates, grade B. They further allow a 
man having passed ont ot his second year 
«rith honours to any of the above subjects 
to rank aa having passed the non-profes­
sional examination for first class certifi­
cates, grade A. Any candidate having 
passed «rith honours in his second year in 
natural sciences, or mental moral science 
and civil polity, is reckoned as having ob­
tained a first class grade B certificate, and 
one who has passed with honours in either 
ef last mentioned subjects in hie third 
year is reckoned ae having obtained 
s first class certificate* grade A. After 
May, 1880, every cariEidate for a third 
class certificate must pass fa the subjects 
prescribed “Intermediate Examination” 
in High Schools, and all examinations for 
these last named certificates before country 
boards are discontinued. Graduates ef 
McGill College in Montreal are allowed to 
become P. 8. Inspectors in thia Province.

Two female colleges are to be opened in

Steps ere being taken in Chicago to' es­
tablish an institute of pedagogy, the object 
being to afford members the means of study­
ing the principles of teaching rather than 
the methods.

By the Japanese code of education, pub­
lished January, 1880, it appears that a 
similar system of school trustee commit­
tees to that in vogue in Canada for man­
aging local school matters is adopted.

The Cambridge (England). University 
accounts for the academical year 1878-9, 
show that the income of the University 
cheat for that period waa £21,629 odd, 
the expenditure befag £19,591 odd ; a 
balance of about £2,000 remains.

Baron Rayleigh, who has been elected 
Professor of Experimental Physics at

l is the author of the most elaborate 
treatise on sound in the English language. 

In May last Mr. William Marshall of 
Holehouse, bequeathed a large sum for the 
endowment of an Industrial Training In­
stitution for destitute boys and girls be­
longing to the Counties of Lanark and 
Stirling. Mr. Marshall’s sister was life- 
rented in the e-tate, and by her decease a 
few days ago at Bridge of Allen, and deed 
of settlement executed by her, about 
£200,000 is now available for the purpose 
aimed at by her late brother.

In Texas there ia a magnificent appropria­
tion of fifty millions of acres of land for 
school purposes. Tiffs naturally leads one 
to look for something of a school system. 
Unfortunately the fifty millions of sores 
are a wilderness, and what the schools 
want is not an appropriation of land but a 
revenue. The Legislature is authorized by 
tiie constitution to vote a sum not exceed­
ing one-fourth of the revenue of the State 
to school purposes ; but when it did veto a. 
sum by a majority of one, Governor Roberta 
vetoed the measure, and ooniequentiy the 
eohool system at present is a myth.
